Okupuotos Lietuvos politiniy struktury vaidmuo
jtvirtinant komunistinj reZimgq ir vykdant nusikaltimus

9. Sovietineé teisésauga

Teisé Soviety Sajungoje beveik visada gyneé ne piliecio, o komunistinés valstybés intere-
sus. Bet kokia komunisty partijos ir sovietu valdZios kritika buvo draudziama. UzZ tai grésé
didelés bausmés, kurias skirdavo komunisty partijos kontroliuojami teismai ir prokuratiira.
Visi teiséjai ir prokurorai priklause partinei nomenklatiirai, jy darbas buvo svarstomas komu-
nisty partijos komitetu posédziuose.

Pokario Lietuvoje veikusi sovietiné teisésaugos sistema turéjo dvi pagrindines funkci-
jas: slopinti pasiprieSinima sovietinei okupacijai ir stiprinti komunistinj rezZima (totalitarine
valstybe). Tais tikslais 1944-1953 m., remiantis stalinine konstitucija (1940 m. LTSR Konstituci-
jos 77 str.), Lietuvoje veiké dvieju kategorijy teismai: specialieji ir paprastieji.

Specialieji teismai — tai SSRS represinés struktiiros: Ypatingasis pasitarimas prie SSRS
NKVD (MVD), LSSR NKVD (MVD) kariuomeneés ir SSRS reguliariosios kariuomeneés kariniai
tribunolai, SSRS transporto teismai — Lietuvos geleZinkeliy karinis tribunolas Vilniuje ir Ne-
muno vandens baseino tribunolas Kaune. Transporto teismai 1946 m. buvo pertvarkyti i Lie-
tuvos geleZinkeliu linijini teisma, rengiantj nuolatines sesijas Vilniuje, Siauliuose ir Kalining-
rade, bei Nemuno linijin teisma. Sios teisminés represinés institucijos administracine tvarka
buvo tiesiogiai pavaldZios Maskvai ir daugiausia nagrinéjo politines bylas, teisé Lietuvos
ginkluoto ir neginkluoto pasiprieSinimo dalyvius, dvasininkus ir kt. Transporto teismai teisé
Zvejybos uosty ir gelezZinkeliy sistemos istaigu darbuotojus — , valstybinius nusikaltélius”,
,antisovietiskai” nusiteikusius asmenis, kuriuos suimdavo ir tardydavo specialtis SSRS NKGB-
MGB Lietuvos vandens baseino ir SSRS NKGB-MGB Lietuvos gelezinkeliy transporto skyriu
darbuotojai.!

Tokia SSRS ir LSSR teismu sandara buvo nustatyta vadovaujantis 1934 m. liepos 10 d.
VKP(b) CK Politinio biuro nutarimu ,Dél teismy ir prokurattiros darbo”.? Dokumente nuro-
dyta, kad respubliky aukséiausiujy teismy kompetencijai priklauso bylos, susijusios su ,vals-
tybiniais nusikaltimais ir nusikaltimais valdZiai”, kariniams tribunolams — bylos dél ,tévynés
iSdavimo, Snipinéjimo, teroro, sprogdinimu, padegimu, diversiju”, transporto teismams — vi-
si nusikaltimai, jvykdyti transporte. Visos kitos bylos priklausé paprastiems respubliky teis-
mams. LSSR AuksSc¢iausiojo Teismo sprendimai dél mirties bausmeés buvo tvirtinami VKP(b)
CK Politinéje komisijoje. Pagal teismuy suskirstyma ir ju priklausyma vietos ar centrinei val-
dziai Maskvoje buvo nustatytos teismu pavaldumo vietos administracinei valdziai ribos.

Svarbiausia ir negailestingiausia baudZiamoji institucija 1944-1947 m. buvo LSSR NKVD
(MVD) kariuomeneés karinis tribunolas. SSRS baudziamosios politikos organizavimo ir vyk-
dymo specifika, taip pat karo pabaiga léme, kad Sis tribunolas pamazu isstumeé kitus karo
tribunolus. 1944 m. iS visy priimty ir Vilniuje ijvykdyty mirties nuosprendziu jam teko apie 30
proc., 1947 m. — 100 proc.? LKP(b) CK aparatas palaikeé labai glaudzius rysius su SSRS specia-
liaisiais teismais, kuriy vadovaujantys pareigiinai priklausé LKP(b) CK nomenklatiirai (dok.
Nr. 1.18. L.34). Jie siunté A. Sniec¢kui informacinius pranesimus (ketvirtines ataskaitas) apie
nuteistus rezistentus, rengé parodomuosius partizany teismuy procesus ir kt. Pavyzdziui, LSSR
MVD kariuomenés karinio tribunolo pirmininkas A. Chaliavinas 1946 m. liepos 21 d. nurodé,
kad per I ketvirtj ju buvo 37, nors tik 7 — dalyvaujant civiliniams gyventojams, o kiti — kari-
niuose daliniuose (dok. Nr. 9.2).* Siy teismy darbui LKP(b) vadovybeé dideliy priekaistuy ne-

dar labiau sugrieztinti bausmes). Atvirksciai, Sie teismai, ypac Karinis tribunolas, kreipda-
miesi | LKP(b) CK, ragino dar labiau sustiprinti represiju politika, kritikavo LSSR teisingumo
ministerijq ir jai pavaldZius teismus dél apolitiSky nuotaiky, , klasinés linijos” iSkraipymuy, pa-
sitaikancio nesaliSkumo, ju ,uzterstumo” politiSkai nepatikimais darbuotojais ir pan. 1946 m.
birzelio mén. A. Chaliavinas skundési V. Scerbakovui ir A. Snieckui dél nepatenkinamo LSSR
teismy darbo konfiskuojant Sio Tribunolo nuteisty rezistenty ir ju Seimy turta. 1945 m. iS 7 092
nuteistujy uz , kontrrevoliucinius” nusikaltimus teismai priémeé sprendimus atimti 5 410 Zmo-
niy turta, 1946 m. pirmaji pusmeti iS 1 958 nuteistuju konfiskuotas tik 69 rezistenty turtas (dok.
Nr. 9.3).* Apskritai pplk. A. Chaliavinas tarp represiniy struktiiry vadovy buvo vienas is akty-
viausiy LSSR administracijos pareigiinu, nevenge kritikuoti ir vieSai mokyti, pavyzdziui, gen. J.
BartaSitino — vieno i svarbiausiuy represiju iniciatoriaus (dok. Nr. 9.3. L. 112), kiSosi i kity institu-
cijy darba (prokuratiiros, Finansy ir Vidaus reikaly ministerijy), ragino jas sugrieztinti represi-
jas ir besalygiskai vykdyti Karinio tribunolo nuosprendzius. Viena, kuo LKP(b) CK buvo nepa-
tenkintas, tai tuo, kad Sie teismai maZai renge atviru partizany teismo procesu.

1946 m. geguzeés 31 d. LKP(b) CK biuras priéme nutarima , Dél lietuviskai vokiskojo nacio-
nalistinio pogrindzio ir jo ginkluoty gauju dalyviy atviry teismo procesu” (dok. Nr. 9.4)* . Nuta-
rime akcentuota, kad apskric¢iy partijos komitetai, LSSR MVD, LSSR MGB MVD kariuomenés
teismo organai ir prokuratiira nejvertina iy procesy reiksmés. Sios struktiiros buvo jpareigotos
padidinti tokiy teismy skaiciy, ypa¢ Alytaus, Marijampolés, Taurages, Lazdiju, Siauliy, Kédai-
niy ir Raseiniy apskrityse, ir juos organizuoti tuose vals¢iy centruose, kuriuose ,ivykdyti nusi-
kaltimai”. Minétuose kariniuose tribunoluose lietuviy beveik nebuvo, todél nutarimo 3 punk-
tas pavede LKP(b) CK kadru skyriui surasti lietuvi komunista ir paskirti ji ,MVD kariuomenes
tribunolo nariu” (buvo paskirtas J. Rugienis). 4 punktas ,ipareigojo apskri¢iy partijos komitetus
kontroliuoti atvirus teismu procesus, uztikrinti darbo Zmoniy masinj dalyvavima”. LKP(b) CK
biuras priémé ir daugiau tokiy nutarimy. Pavyzdziui, 1951 m. rugséjo 28 d. (dok. Nr. 9.5).* Po
teismo procesu A. Snieckus atsiskaitydavo Maskvai uz atlikta darba. Antai 1951 m. gruodZio
meén. jis pranesé G. Malenkovui apie Karinio tribunolo surengta 9 partizany teisma, kuriame jie
buvo nuteisti mirties bausme pakariant. ,,Nuosprendziai jvykdyti, — konstatavo A. Snieckus. —
[...] Teismo procesai buvo gerai parengti ir vyko sklandziai” (dok. Nr. 9.6).*

Taciau ne visada represinés struktiiros biidavo suinteresuotos Siais procesais, nes jie
neretai diskredituodavo soviety valdzios represine politika, atskleisdavo jos jvykdytus nusi-
kaltimus. 1946 m. lapkricio 19 d. Lazdiju apskrityje, Leipalingyje, ivyko rezistento A. Vaske-
vi¢iaus, nuSovusio partorga Benediktova, teismas. Jame dalyvavo prievarta suvaryti vietos
gyventojai, 7-8 klasiy mokiniai. A. Snieckui buvo pranesta, kad teismas ,,iS esmeés virto antiso-
vietine demonstracija. Teisiamasis elgési ypa¢ jztliai, iSSaukianciai, viso proceso metu daré
iSpuolius pries soviety valdZia, o pirmininkaujantis drg. Rugienis nesugebéjo jo pazaboti.”*

Dél tokiu nesékmiuy specialieji teismai kritiSkai vertindavo LKP(b) propagandini darba,
jos nesugebéjima patraukti i savo puse ,varginguju ir vidutiniy valstie¢iy”, kurie sudare di-
dZiausia rezistenty dalj. 1946 m. geguzés 28 d. A. Chaliavinas raste V. S¢erbakovui ir A. Snie¢-
kui nurodé, kad tik 7,5 proc. nuteistujy yra buozés, dvarininkai ir dvasininkai. ,Prasau Jtisy

sius valstiec¢ius, vidutiniokus, namudininkus, inteligentus ir moksleivius nuo buoZiu, dvari-
ninky ir dvasininku itakos” (dok. Nr. 4.5).*

Kai kuriy kariniy tribunoly pirmininkai rastuose LKP(b) CK pripazindavo represiniy
struktiiry ivykdyty nusikaltimu taikiems gyventojams masini pobiidij, bandydavo analizuoti
sio reiSkinio priezastis, teikdavo sitilymus. Antai 1947 m. kovo 24 d. Lietuvos pasienio apy-
gardos MVD kariuomenés karinio tribunolo pirmininkas pplk. Tulskis akcentavo, kad , mtisu
organy ir kariuomenés” padaryti ,sovietinio teisétumo paZeidimai” pagal reiksme prilygsta
kovai su partizanais. UZ ,neteisétus suSaudymus, Zudynes, prievartavima ir pleSimus” 1945
m. Sis karinis tribunolas nuteisé 328 karius, o 1946 m. pirmaji ketvirtj — 137. Pplk. Tulskis
bande aiskinti jvykdytu nusikaltimy prieZastis: 1. kai kuriu kariu, neistvérusiy karo su parti-
zanais baisumu, pakrinka nervai, jie netenka sveiko proto, 2. kiti, ,moraliai smuke”, del karje-
ristiniy sumetimuy vietiniy gyventoju arestais ir suSaudymais stengiasi paslépti savo neveik-
luma, 3. treti siekia praturtéti pléSdami gyventojus. Jis sitle patikrinti kadrus, ypa¢ stribus,
iSvyti girtuoklius, dykaduonius ir savanaudZzius (, bezdel’ nikov i Skurnikov*) (dok. Nr. 9.1*).

NKVD-MGB Ypatingasis pasitarimas nuteisé 11 932 Zmones (11 901 ir 31), o kariniai tribunolai
—22 080 asmeny (17 383 ir 4 697). IS viso represuota 34 012 Lietuvos gyventoju (dok. Nr. 9.7).*
Istoriko A. AnuSausko duomenimis, Ypatingasis pasitarimas nuteise 15 887, o kariniai tribu-
nolai — 29 052, i$ viso 44 939 zmones.®

Paprastieji — miesty, ju rajonu, apskriciy ,liaudies teismai” ir LSSR Auksciausiasis Teis-
mas buvo tiesiogiai pavaldiis LKP(b) CK bei vietos miesty ir apskric¢iu partijos komitetams
bei Teisingumo ministerijai. Sie teismai daugiausia nagrinéjo administracines ir baudZiama-
sias bylas, kurios turéjo stiprinti komunistinj rezima. ISimtis buvo LSSR Auksciausiasis Teis-
mas, kuriam buvo patikéta palyginti maZzai politiniy bylu: 1944-1954 m. jis uz ,valstybinius
nusikaltimus” nuteisé 2 385 asmenis (dok. Nr. 9.7). Auksciausiojo Teismo pirmininkai buvo
1940-1941 ir 1944-1947 m. Jurgis Blieka, 1947-1958 m. Karolis Didziulis.

Vykstant kadry valymo kampanijoms, LKP(b) CK, ypac apskriciy partijos komitetai, kal-
tino teismy darbuotojus apolitiSkumu ir teiséjy politiniu nepatikimumu bei pataikavimu , buo-
zéms”. PavyzdZiui, Auksciausiojo Teismo sprendimais 1946 m. liepos meén. LKP(b) CK X ple-
nume piktinosi LKP(b) Zarasy partijos komiteto pirmoji sekretoré E. Kasnauskaité. Anot jos,
Auksciausiasis Teismas iSteisina Zarasy apskrities teismo nuteistus ,,buoZes”. Tai iSklauses,
V. Séerbakovas nutaré artimiausiu metu pavesti LKP(b) CK biurui isklausyti Auks¢iausiojo
Teismo darbo ataskaita (dok. Nr. 9.8).* Teiséju darbu taip pat buvo nepatenkinti LKP(b) CK
inspektoriai. Antai 1946 m. geguzés mén. LKP(b) CK instruktorius P. Kozlovas pranesime
LKP(b) CK dél politinés padéties Lazdijy apskrityje nurode, kad ,teismo ir tardymo organai dar
nenuteisé né vieno pieno pristatymu valstybei sabotuotojo — buozés” (dok.

Teismo pir-
mininko pavaduotojas MedZzys buvo atleistas i§ pareigu, $vietimo ministras J. Ziugzda jparei-
gotas MedZi pasalinti ir i§ Vilniaus universiteto dekano pareigu. LKP(b) CK kadru skyriui
pavesta parinkti tris naujus LSSR Auksciausiojo Teismo narius.

1946 m. rugpjiicio 31 d. LKP(b) CK biuras apsvarsté klausima ,,dél respublikos liaudies teis-
muy sustiprinimo” ir jpareigojo LSSR teisingumo ministra K. Domaseviciy iki 1946 m. gruodZio 1
d. pateikti LKP(b) CK biurui tvirtinti liaudies teiséju sarasSus. Nutarime buvo akcentuojama, kad
,tais atvejais, kai dirbantys liaudies teiséjai neatitinka dalykiniy ir politiniu savybiu, parinkti nau-
jas kandidattiras, pries tai aptarus apskriciu ir miestu partijos komitety biury posedZiuose” (dok.
Nr. 9.11).* Nauji paskirti teiséjai turéjo btiti komunistiniu pazitiry ir iStikimi sovietu valdZiai.

Agrarinéje komunisty partijos politikoje, ypac¢ ruosiantis kolektyvizacijai, ypatingas de-
mesys buvo skiriamas kovai su ,buoZémis” ir mokes¢iy nemokeétojais. Jau nuo 1945 m. uz laiku
valstybei neatliktas prievoles tikininkus, turéjusius per 20 ha Zemes, teismai baudé kaléjimu iki
2 mety konfiskuojant turta. Apskritai LKP(b) vykdoma ekonominio teroro politika turéjo ekono-
miskai palauzti valstietija, kuri buvo pasiprieSinimo socialiné ir materialiné atrama.

1946 m. lapkric¢io 12 d. LKP(b) CK biuras, apsvarstes finansinius klausimus, jpareigojo
LSSR prokurora M. Baliasnikova ir LSSR teisingumo ministra K. Domaseviciu, pasitelkus pro-
kuratiira ir teismus, neatidéliotinai imtis nagrinéti , piktybiniy mokes¢iu nemoketoju” bylas
(dok. Nr. 9.12).* K. Domasevicius ne karta buvo kritikuojamas dél LSSR teismu ,,uZterstumo”.
1947 m. jis buvo atleistas iS ministro pareigu. Vietoj K. Domaseviciaus buvo paskirtas LSSR
Auksciausiojo Teismo pirmininkas J. Blieka, o i pastarojo vieta — patyres partizanuy Seimuy
trémimo apskrityse organizatorius K. DidZiulis. Teisingumo ministras ]J. Blieka 1948 m. buvo
atsakingas uz gyventoju tremimus Joniskio apskrityje ( dok. Nr. 5.10).

Taciau J. Blieka nepateisino vil¢iy. 1950 m. rugséjo mén. i A. Sniecky kreipési svarbiau-
siu LSSR teisésaugos instituciju vadovai (Bylinskis, G. Bacharovas, S. Grimovicius, K. Didziu-
lis), kurie kaltino Teisingumo ministerijos vadovybe dél politiniy klaidy ir tarpusavio nesuta-
rimu (dok. Nr. 9.13)* . 1951 m. rugséjo 7 d. LKP(b) CK biuras atleido J. Blieka i$ pareigu (dok.
Nr. 9.14)* . Be to, dar 1951 m. sausio 9 d. politini nepasitikéjima jam pareiské LSSR MGB vado-
vybe (dok. Nr. 1.48).

LKP(b) CK is teismuy reikalavo laikytis ,klasinés linijos”. 1947 m. liepos 12 d. LKP(b) CK
biuras priéemeé nutarima ,Del Lietuvos SSR liaudies teismy darbo pagerinimo”, kuriame buvo
kritikuojami teismai, iSkraipantys partijos klasine politika (dok. Nr. 9.15).* Bausmes dydis (pvz.,
dél mokesciu nemokeéjimo) turéjo priklausyti nuo teisiamojo socialinés kilmeés ar padeties.

LKP(b) ekonominis teroras privedé prie to, kad kasmet didinamu mokesciu bei pyliavy
valstieciai atiduoti nejstengé. Isiskoling tikiai buvo aprasomi, o skolininkai teisiami. Pavyz-
dziui, nuo 1946 m. liepos 25 iki rugséjo 20 d. buvo iskeltos 923 bylos, areStuoti 569 Zmoneés
(dok. Nr. 9.16).* 1948-1950 m. vien uz piniginiy mokesciy skolas (triiksta tre¢dalio apskriciy
ataskaitu) buvo aprasyta 103 tukst. tikiu, iS kuriy 45 ttikst. ju savininku buvo perduoti teis-
mui.® 1953 m. LKP CK V plenume LSSR valstybés kontrolés ministras A. Jefremovas nurodé,
kad pokario metais uz Zemés tikio mokesciu nemokéjima buvo nubausti 107 876 gyventojai, o
uz valstybiniy prievoliy nevykdyma — 33 019 Zmoniy (dok. Nr. 9.17% ). Dél tokio teisinio susi-
dorojimo su valstieciais paprastieji teismai taip pat tapo komunistu partijos pries Lietuvos
kaima vykdomos ekonominio teroro politikos represinémis struktiiromis.

99,72 proc. Dideliy nesklandumuy nebuvo, tac¢iau LKP(b) Kauno apskrities komitetas padaré klai-
da — 40-ojoje rinkimy apygardoje buvo iskelti du kandidatai i viena vieta (dok. Nr. 9.18).*

Komunistu partija kontroliavo prokuratiiros darba. 1938 m. lapkricio 17 d. VKP(b) CK ir
SSRS LKT nutaré, kad ,nacionaliniy komunistu partiju” ir SSRS prokuroru teikimu visus pro-
kurorai priklause LKP(b) CK nomenklatiirai (dok.

¢ius 1951 m. kovo 8 d. pranesime A. Snieckui pazyméjo, kad ,daugelis prisipazistanciuju
parodymu [...] gauta naudojant fizinio poveikio priemones” (dok.

Raseiniy apskrities LKP(b) komiteto pir-
masis sekretorius T. Monciunskas LKP(b) CK VI plenume (1945 m. liepos mén.) apgailestavo,
kad viename i$ susirinkimuy, kuriame dalyvavo 60 valstieCiy, né vienas nepasiraseé, bet de-
monstratyviai iS jo iSéjo (dok. Nr. 11.2).* Pasitelkus NKVD ir stribus, buvo sudarytos 4-5 as-
menu ,aktyvo” grupeés, kurios , kasdien kiekviename valsc¢iuje apeidavo 3—4 apylinkes, ten
surengdavo susirinkimus, skaitydavo laiSkus, o po to individualiai aplankydavo visas sody-
bas”. Zmonéms buvo daromas psichologinis spaudimas ir taikoma fiziné prievarta, todél ne-
maZzai ju sutikdavo pasirasyti. Oficialiais duomenimis, Raseiniy apskrityje i$ 40 ttkst. suau-
gusiu gyventoju laiska pasiraseé 21 tiikst. LKP(b) CK tai jvertino kaip nesékme.

1945 m. liepos mén. LSSR NKGB komisaras A. Guzevicius informavo M. Suslova, A.
Sniecku ir B. Kobulova, kad Vilniaus universiteto studentai pries pasiraSydami kalbéjo, jog
jeigu Sis laiSkas bus nusiystas Stalinui, ,tai pasauliui bus aiSku, kad lietuviy tauta yra uz
soviety valdZia, ir tada viltys atgauti Lietuvos nepriklausomybe Zlugs”. Siame pranesime A.
Guzevicius pazyméjo, kad Vilkaviskio apskrities Ziliy vals¢iaus Bobiy apylinkéje atsisaké
pasirasyti 184 Zmonés, Utenos apskrities Daugailiy valsc¢iuje beveik visi iSéjo i$ susirinkimo,
Utenos sviesto gamykloje i§ 15 darbininku pasirasé tik direktorius (dok. Nr. 11.3).* Daugybé
panasiy fakty buvo uzfiksuota visoje Lietuvoje.

SSRS NKVD-NKGB jgalioti-
nis Lietuvoje I. Tkac¢enka nusiunté laiSka asmeniskai A. Snieckui ir M. Suslovui, kuriame paZzy-
meéjo, kad ,,tokio svarbaus politinio renginio organizavimo sistema tokiu pavidalu, kaip dabar
daugelyje vietoviu organizuojama, yra garbingo miisy partijos ir tauty vado vardo iZeidimas”.
Jis pateiké daug pavyzdZiy, is kuriy aiskéja, kad Zmonés venge pritarti valdziai. Antai Ramyga-
los valsciuje is 8 tiikst. suaugusiu gyventoju pasirase tik 250, Taurages ,Maisto” fabrike is 200
darbininky pasirase tik 7 ir t.t.

IS
dokumento matyti, kad saugumo struktiiry vadovai kalte uz kampanijos zlugima noréjo su-
versti LKP(b) CK ir partijos Zemesniosioms organizacijoms (blogai organizuotas , politinis-
masinis” ir agitacinis darbas). LaiSko pasiraSymo kampanijos nesékmeé, matyt, turéjo itakos
asmeniskai Stalinui. Liepos 12-13 d. L. Berija gavo Stalino leidima pradéti pirmuosius dides-
nius partizany Seimu trémimus Lietuvoje.?

A. Snieckus ir visa LKP(b) CK vadovybeé greitai reagavo i susidariusia padéti. 1945 m. liepos
18 d. LKP(b) CK biuras specialiai apsvarste LKP(b) Utenos apskrities komiteto darba ir priéme
nutarima ,,Dél neatsakingo pozitirio j masinio politinio darbo organizavima Utenos apskrityje
rengiant laiSkq draugui Stalinui”. Dokumente konstatuota, kad Utenos apskrities komunistai ir
kiti aktyvistai émeési prievartos priemoniy. Antai VyZuonu miestelyje partijos apskrities jgalioti-
nis Kaminskij gyventojy susirinkime stalu uzstimé duris ir reikalavo pasirasyti laiska. Sis LKP(b)
CK biuro nutarimas buvo iSsiystas visiems apskri¢iy ir miety partijos komitetams (dok. Nr. 11.6).*

Oficialiais soviety valdZios duomenimis, taikant psichologini, moralinj ir fizinj spaudi-
ma (arestus), laiska Stalinui pasirase 640 875 Zzmoneés * (duomenys nepatikrinti — V.T.). Nenore-
dami atvirai konfliktuoti su valdzia, nemazai gyventojy buvo priversti pasirasyti.

VKP(b) pajungus savo interesams Rusijos staciatikiu baZny¢ia, paskutiniji Stalino val-
dymo desimtmeti Soviety Sajungos visuomenés ateizavimo uzdaviniai iS esmés buvo igyven-
dinti ir nebebuvo tokie aktualtis. Tuo metu VKP(b) CK nepriémé né vieno nutarimo, kuriame
btity raginama aktyviau kovoti su ,religiniais prietarais”.?

Komunisty partija Kataliku baznyc¢ios nekontroliavo, todél Maskva suteiké Lietuvos komu-
nistams beveik visiska veiksmuy laisve, kuri véliau dél perdéto LKP(b) uolumo represuojant
BaZnycia Maskvoje buvo ivardyta ,kairiuoju nukrypimu®”. Svarbiausi Lietuvos kataliky baz-
nycios gyvenimo klausimai btidavo svarstomi LKP(b) CK skyriy ar biuro bei Religiniy kulty
reikaly tarybos (RKRT) jgaliotinio posédZiuose, kuriuose buvo sprendZiama, kokias btidais
ir priemonémis galima jai pakenkti, ar leisti kunigams eiti aukstas baznytines pareigas ir kt. Si
praktika galiojo visa okupacijos laikotarpi.

LKP(b) kiSosi ir reguliavo religiniu bendruomeniy vidaus reikalus, su valstybés saugu-
mo agentiiros pagalba slapta rinko informacija apie eiliniy kunigy ir Baznycios vadovybés
planus, politines nuotaikas. 1945 m. liepos mén. I. Tkacenka pripaZino, kad BaZny¢ia Lietuvo-
je turi autoriteta, o tai visaip neigé LKP(b) vadai (dok. Nr. 12.1).* Pasitelkusi Religiniu kulty
reikaly tarybos jgaliotinio institucija ir LSSR NKGB-MGB, LKP(b) CK priémé keleta politiniy
antibaZnytiniy dokumentuy, kuriais vadovaujantis buvo sudarytos salygos Sioms strukttiroms
vykdyti dvasininkijos bauginimo, SantaZo, fizinés prievartos ir represiju politika. Komunisti-
né valdZia bijojo Baznycios autoriteto, todél saugumo tarnybos buvo jpareigotos jsiskverbti i
dvasininkijos sluoksnius ir turimomis priemonémis i§ vidaus demoralizuoti Baznycia bei ja
sukompromituoti visuomeneés akyse.

,Mes privertéme registruoti baznycias, nacionalizavome ju turta, pasiekéme svariy rezultaty

Lietuvoje bazny¢iy uzdarinéjimo kam-
panija pradeéjo silpti (1951-1953 m. buvo uzdarytos tik dvi kataliku baznycios, 1953-1958 m. —
né vienos)". Kunigai, siekdami iSsaugoti Bazny¢ia, nusileido valdZios reikalavimams ir émé
registruotis.

1950 m. kovo 22 d. LKP(b) CK biuras priémé nutarima, kuris apibendrino beveik dveju
mety komunisty partijos organizuota Baznycios represavimo politika. Pazymoje buvo sako-
ma, kad ,likvidavosi 42 vienuolynai” (kataliky), maldos namuy sumaZzejo 12 proc., klieriky —
64 proc., vyskupiju valdymo aparato tarnautoju — 50 proc., o ,Plungeés Lurdas likvidavosi
pats” (dok. Nr.12. 8*).

1944-1953 m. jgyvendinant komunisty partijos ir represiniy strukttiry diskriminacing ir
nusikalstama politika buvo suimti, jkalinti arba istremti 362 kunigai ir 4 vyskupai (du is ju
Zuvo), uzdaryti visi vienuolynai (paleista apie 14 tiikst. vienuoliu) ir apie 130 bazny¢iu bei
koplyc¢iy (1945-1960 m. — 136), nacionalizuotas visas baznyciy ir vienuolynuy turtas, palikta tik
viena kunigy seminarija, uzdrausta mokyti tikybos ir kt. (dok. Nr. 12.9* ir dok. Nr. 12.11*).

Dél represiju, politinio ir ideologinio persekiojimo dvasininkija pakeité veiklos taktika.
Ji pradéjo ieSkoti kompromisu, kai kurie kunigai émé elgtis taip, kad irodytu savo lojaluma
soviety valdziai. 1950 m. sausio 16 d. Kauno arkivyskupijos, KaiSiadoriy ir Vilkaviskio vys-
kupiju valdytojas J. Stankevicius aplinkrastyje Lietuvos kunigams rekomendavo ,pozityviai
prisidéti prie kuriamojo darbo, aiSkiai patariant Zmonéms, viesai ir privaciai, kad jie jsijungtu
i bendra kuriamaji socialistini darba”.! Tac¢iau didZioji dvasininky dalis, remiama tikinciuju,
iki sovietinés okupacijos pabaigos iSliko opoziciné komunistiniam reZimui jéga. Komunisty
partijai taip ir nepavyko pajungti Bazny¢ios savo valiai.

Ivadas

Lietuvos visuomené Soviety Sajunga vertino kaip okupacing valstybe, todel dauguma
mobilizuojamujy vengé tarnybos Raudonojoje armijoje. Zmonéms buvo Zinomi pagrindiniai
Atlanto chartijos teiginiai. Jais remiantis buvo puoseléjamos viltys atkurti Lietuvos suvereni-
teta. Formaliai Zitirint, Lietuvos gyventojai neturéjo SSRS pilieciy dokumenty — sovietiné pa-
sportizacija vyko 1945 12 01-1946 03 01 (dok. Nr. 13.1* ). Daugelis gyventojy tikéjosi, kad mo-
bilizacijos pavyks iSvengti taip, kaip ir naciu okupacijos metais. Taip pat jtakos turéjo visu
antinacineés rezistencijos organizacijy aiskinimas, kad tarptautiné teisé draudzia vykdyti mo-
bilizacija okupuotame kraste.

Lietuvos vyru mobilizacija Maskvoje buvo i$ anksto gerai suplanuota ir parengta. Karo
metu uzimtoje Lietuvos teritorijoje mobilizacijq i$ pradziu vykde fronty ir armiju atsargos
Sauliy pulkai, o nuslinkus frontui i vakarus nuo 1944 m. rugpjicio pradzios Sias funkcijas
peréme kariniai komisariatai. 1944 m. rugpjtcio 1 d. buvo paskelbtas LSSR karinio komisaro
jsakymas Nr. 1 del 1909-1926 m. gimusiy vyry privalomojo Saukimo j Raudonaja armija. Tq
pacia diena taip pat buvo patvirtintas okupacinés administracijos — LKP(b) CK ir LSSR Liau-
dies komisary tarybos nutarimas , Dél priemoniy karo prievolininky mobilizacijai vykdyti
Lietuvos SSR” (dok. Nr. 13.2* ). Neturéedama tiksliy duomenu, soviety kariné vadovybé 1944
m. rugpjicio 2 d. planavo mobilizuoti 74 ttikst. vyry (dok. Nr. 13.3. L. 44* ). Buvo paskelbta
privaloma gyventoju registracija, miestuose prasidéjo siautimai ir dokumenty tikrinimas.

Pirmosios zZinios apie Lietuvos vyry prievarting mobilizacija pirmiausia pasirodé parti-
zany spaudoje, o véliau lietuviy emigranty leidiniuose Vakaruose. IS ju galima pamineéti K.
Griniaus, R. Misiiino, J. Daumanto (Luksos) ir kity autoriu leidinius, kuriuose raSoma apie Sia
problema’'. Taciau raSydami tiesa apie komunisty daromus nusikaltimus vis délto jie galéjo
disponuoti tik soviety skelbtais Saltiniais ir liudininky atsiminimais.

Sovietiné istoriografija Saukima i Raudonaja armijq laike teisétu ir privalomu Lietuvos
gyventojams: visose Siai temai skirtose publikacijose neuZsimenama apie soviety valdZios vyk-
dytas represijas prieS vengianciuosius karo tarnybos. Atvirksciai, buvo pabréziama, kad vyrai
savanoriskai stojo i Raudonaja armija ir padéjo triuskinti fasistine Vokietija. IS viso neva be jo-
kios prievartos karo pabaigoje kariais tapo nuo 108 iki 200 tiikst. Zmoniy. Tokios koncepcijos
laikési visi sovietinés istoriografijos leidiniai, raSantys apie Antraji pasaulinj kara.

Dobrovolsko monografijoje , Lietuviai kariai DidZiojo Tévynés karo fron-
tuose” rasoma, kad Kaune nuo 1944 m. rugpjiicio 25 d. iki rugséjo 5 d. { mobilizacijos komisi-
ja atvyko savanoriskai 10 145 Zmoneés, nors Saukimai buvo iteikti tik 3 931 asmeniui. , Visi kiti
atéjo be specialaus raginimo”, — rasé autorius.’ Patikrinus J. Dobrovolsko skelbtus Saltinius
apie vyry ,savanoriSkuma”, paaiskéjo, kad tai netiesa. Pasirodo, dauguma atvykusiuju i mo-
bilizacijos punktus dél jvairiu priezasciu buvo atleisti nuo tarnybos, o savanoriai daugiausia
buvo lenku tautybés asmenys, ypac Vilniaus apskrityje. Greta prievartinés lietuviy mobiliza-
cijos i Raudonaja armija Lietuvoje vyko ir lenky émimas i Lenkijos kariuomeng; iki 1945 m.
vasario 10 d. Lenku patrioty sajunga uZregistravo 16 753 savanorius, faktiskai i lenky karinius
dalinius buvo issiusta 17 505 Zmonés.* Manoma, kad Lietuvos teritorijoje gyvenantys lenkai
rinkosi viena iS maZesniu blogybiu.

Hagos IV konvencijoje
dél istatymu ir paprociu laikymosi karo metu, draudziancioje uzkariauto krasto Zzmones telk-
ti i okupacing kariuomene ar kitaip panaudoti uzgrobtos Salies gyventojus karo reikméms.

54), SSRS NKVD vidaus kariuomenés 4-oji Sauliy divizija ir SSRS NKVD pasienio kariuome-
nés daliniai. Pagalba suteikdavo ir reguliariosios kariuomenés dalys. Sios karinés akcijos pa-
grindiniai organizatoriai Lietuvoje buvo partiniai vadovai VKP(b) CK Lietuvos biuro pirmi-
ninkas M. Suslovas ir LKP(b) CK pirmasis sekretorius A.Snieckus, LKP(b) CK karinio sky-
riaus vedéjas Jakovlevas, represiniy strukttiru vadovai generolai J. Bartasitinas, A. Guzevi-
¢ius, D. Jefimovas, I. Tkacenka, P. Vetrovas, M. Byckovskis, Lietuvos kariniai komisarai mjr. J.
Soblys ir gen. mjr. A. Smirnovas, LSSR prokuroras M. Baliasnikovas.

Prievartiné mobilizacija (rekriitavimas), masinis Sauktiniy slapstymasis, ju gaudynés

Daugeliui vyruy atsisakius ,savanoriSkai” atvykti i Saukimo punktus (karinius komisa-
riatus), prasidéjo ju gaudynés (dok. Nr. 13.6* ). Vyrai, neuZsiregistrave mobilizacijos punk-
tuose ir surasti besislapstantys, buvo daznai prilyginami partizanams ar kitiems pogrindzio
dalyviams. Todél su jais neretai buvo elgiamasi kaip su ginkluotojo pasipriesinimo kovoto-
jais: grasinama kaléjimu ar mirtimi, jie areStuojami (,,sulaikomi”), kankinami ir net susaudo-
mi. Bidavo ir taip, kad enkavédisty ir kariskiu kaimuose sugaudyti vyrai iki vals¢iu centry
neretai buvo gabenami suristi, o0 bandantys begti — Saudomi, miesteliuose rikiuojami i kolo-
nas ir ginkluotos sargybos lydimi varomi pésc¢iomis i Vilniy. Net registruotis Saukimo punk-
tuose buvo pavojinga — niekas negarantavo, kad atvykes asmuo bus paleistas namo.?

Nors specialios apskaitos néra, taciau, sprendziant i§ archyviniy dokumenty ir Zmoniu
atsiminimu, iSvengti fronto kartais padédavo kunigai ir gydytojai. Pastarieji nustatydavo ne-
biitas ligas, o kai kurie kunigai falsifikavo gimimo metriky jrasus, vienus pasendindami, ki-
tus pajaunindami. Netgi biisimajam LKP CK sekretoriui L. Sepeciui kunigas slapta pakeité
gimimo metus. Kiti vyrai stengési jsidarbinti ten, i§ kur neimdavo j kariuomene, jsigydavo
pazymeéjimus (,baltuosius bilietus”), dél ligos atleidzianc¢ius nuo tarnybos (dok. Nr. 13.28*).

58 620 (dok. Nr. 13.11* ). Mobilizacijos boikotas tapo viena i$ pasiprieSinimo sovietinei okupa-
cijai formu.

LKP(b) CK
pirmojo sekretoriaus ataskaitoje VKP(b) CK nurodyta, kad i$ viso buvo uzmustas 61 tarnybos
vengiantysis ir 28 dezertyrai (dok. Nr. 13.12* ). Tai akivaizdus melas. A. Anusausko duomeni-
mis, 1944-1945 m. civiliniy gyventoju buvo nuZudyta apie 5 tiikst., iS ju dauguma turéjo biiti
besislapstantys. Kiekviena kariné NKVD operacija paprastai baigdavosi vengusiu mobiliza-
cijos vyry sulaikymu arba nuzudymu. Apie tai liudija gausybé pavyzdziy. Antai NKVD ka-
riuomené 1944 m. lapkricio ménesij is viso nuzudé 265 Zmones, nors 90 proc. ju neturéjo jokio
ginklo. GruodZio 13-31 d. NKVD 4-oji Sauliu divizija Siaurés ryty apskrityse nuzudé 421 Zmo-
gu, o 1945 m. sausio — kovo mén. — 1396 Zmones."” Daugiausia tarp ju buvo beginkliy besi-
slapstanciy nuo Saukimo vyru.

Greitai padeétis tapo beveik nebe-
valdoma, nes i$ kariniy daliniy buvo bégama ne tik pavieniui, bet ir grupémis su ginklais (iki
gruodzio 15 d. dezertyravo 1001 karys, ,Smers” duomenimis, bégti rengesi dar apie 1500 Zmo-
niy).” Pabége vyrai daZnai tapdavo partizanais.

9. Sovietiné teisésauga

1. Teisé Soviety Sajungoje beveik visada gyné ne piliecio, o komunistinés valstybés inte-
resus. Bet kokia komunisty partijos ir sovietu valdZios (komunistinio reZzimo) kritika buvo
draudziama. Partija kontroliavo teismus ir prokuratiira. Visi teiséjai ir prokurorai priklausé
partinei nomenklatiirai, ju darbas buvo svarstomas partijos komitety posédZziuose.

2. Pokario Lietuvoje teisésaugos sistema atliko dvi pagrindines funkcijas: padéjo slopin-
ti pasipriesinima sovietinei okupacijai ir stiprino komunistini reZima (totalitarine valstybe).
Atsizvelgiant i tai, 1944-1953 m. Lietuvoje veiké dvieju kategorijy teismai: specialieji ir pa-
prastieji.

3. Specialieji teismai — tai SSRS represinés strukttiros Lietuvoje: Ypatingasis pasitarimas
prie SSRS NKVD (MVD), LSSR NKVD (MVD) kariuomeneés karinis tribunolas, SSRS transpor-
to teismai. Jie administracine tvarka buvo tiesiogiai pavaldiis Maskvai ir daugiausia nagrinéjo
politines bylas, teisé Lietuvos rezistentus, dvasininkus, priimdavo sprendimus dél gyventoju
trémimo ir kt., faktiskai buvo vieni i§ svarbiausiy pasiprieSinimo slopinimo jrankiy. 1954 m.
LSSR KGB duomenimis, 1944-1954 m. Sie teismai uz , kontrrevoliucinius nusikaltimus” nutei-
sé 34 012 Zmoniy (Lietuvos istoriky skaic¢iavimais — apie 45 tiikst.). Visos kitos bylos priklausé
paprastiems — apskriciy ir miestu, ju rajony vadinamiesiems ,liaudies teismams” ir ju auks-
tesniajai instancijai — LSSR Auksciausiajam Teismui.

4. LKP(b) CK aparatas palaikeé labai glaudZius rysius su specialiaisiais teismais, kuriu
vadovaujantys pareigiinai priklausé LKP(b) CK nomenklatiirai (lietuviy Siuose teismuose be-
veik nebuvo). Jie siunté A. Snieckui informacinius pranesimus apie nuteistus rezistentus, ren-
gé parodomuosius partizany teismu procesus. Dél Siy teismu darbo LKP(b) vadovybé dide-
liy priekaisty neturéjo, praktiskai pritardavo visiems ju sitilymams, tik ragino daugiau rengti
atviry teismo procesy. Represinés struktiiros nebuvo labai suinteresuotos tokiais teismais,
nes jie neretai diskredituodavo soviety valdZios represine politika, atskleisdavo jos jvykdy-
tus nusikaltimus. Dél tokiy nesékmiy specialiuju teismu vadovai kritiSkai vertindavo LKP(b)
propagandinij darba, jos nesugebéjima patraukti i savo puse ,varginguju ir vidutiniy” valstie-
¢iu, kurie sudaré didZiausia rezistencijos dalj. Sie teismai, ypa¢ Karinis tribunolas, ragino dar
labiau sustiprinti represijas, kritikavo LSSR teisingumo ministerijq ir jai pavaldZiy teismu darba
dél apolitisku nuotaikuy, ,klasinés linijos” iSkraipymu, dar pasitaikancio teismu darbo nesa-
liskumo, ju ,uZterstumo” politiskai nepatikimais darbuotojai ir pan.

5. Paprastieji — miestu, ju rajonuy, apskriciu ,liaudies” teismai ir LSSR Auksciausiasis
Teismas buvo tiesiogiai pavaldiis LKP(b) CK ir vietos — miesty, apskriciy partijos komitetams
bei LSSR teisingumo ministerijai. Sie teismai daugiausia nagrinéjo administracines ir baudZia-
masias bylas, kurios turéjo stiprinti komunistini rezima. ISimtis buvo LSSR Auksciausiasis
Teismas, kuriam buvo patikéta palyginti maZai politiniuy bylu.

(,,buozéms”).

6. Paprastieji teismai tapo komunisty partijos vykdomos pries Lietuvos kaima nukreip-
tos ekonominio teroro politikos represinémis struktiiromis. 1944-1953 m. uZ Zemés mokesciy
nemokéjima buvo nubausti 107 876 asmenys, o uz valstybiniu prievoliu nevykdyma — 33 019
zmoniy. LKP(b) CK i teismu reikalavo laikytis ,klasinés linijos”, todél bausmeés dydis turéjo
priklausyti nuo teisiamojo socialinés kilmés ir padéties.
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7. Komunisty partija kontroliavo prokurattiros darba. Visi prokurorai priklause LKP(b)
CK nomenklattirai. Pokario metais Lietuvoje veike dvieju kategoriju prokurattiros: 1. LSSR
prokuratiira, tiesiogiai pavaldi LKP(b) CK ir SSRS prokurorui; 2. LSSR NKVD (MVD) kariuo-
meneés kariné prokuratiira ir Vakary apygardos geleZinkeliy prokuratiira, tiesiogiai paval-
dZios centrinéms zinyboms Maskvoje. Visos Sios prokuratiiros, kaip represinés institucijos,
sankcionavo Lietuvos gyventoju genocido akcijas ir politines represijas.

10. Dvasiné prievarta

1. Soviety Sajunga per savo valdzios aparata, ypac per partines struktiiras, kontroliavo
Lietuvos visuomenés kulttirg ir dvasinj gyvenima, drastiSkomis priemonémis persekiojo ki-
tamincius.

Lietuviy inteligentija buvo verc¢iama va-
dovautis komunistine ideologija ir iSkelti sovietinés santvarkos pranasumus, rusy tautos is-
skirtinuma, jos ypatinga misija pasaulyje ir Lietuvoje. Komunistiné ideologija gyné SSRS im-
perine politika, tautine kulttira traktavo kaip svetima socializmo interesams reiskinj. Buvo
skelbiama, kad kulttira turi btiti ,nacionaliné savo forma ir socialistiné savo turiniu”. Ji turéjo
stiprinti sovietinj rezima.

Administraciniai ir di-
rektyviniai LKP(b) valdymo metodai, atotriikis nuo pasaulinés kultiiros ir mokslo laiméjimu,
nuo tautiniy iStaky stabdeé lietuviy tautinés kulttiros ir Lietuvos mokslo raidg, eliminavo ben-
drujy Zmonijos vertybiy jprasminimo galimybe.

Rasytojus, dailininkus, kompozitorius ir teatralus priziiiréjo Meno reikaly valdyba, bibliote-
kas, muziejus, kultiiros namus — Kultfiros ir $vietimo jstaigy komitetas, mokyklas — Svietimo
ministerija, o visas jas kartu — LKP(b) CK Kulttiros ir mokslo bei Agitacijos ir propagandos
skyriai, kuriy veiklai didele jtaka turéjo LKP(b) CK aparato vadovaujantys darbuotojai vieti-
niai komunistai K. Preiksas, V. Niunka, G. Zimanas, J. Ziugida, A. Venclova.

Reikéjo, kad Zymiis Zmoneés vieSais pareiSkimais ar eiliniai mokytojai pa-
mokose pritarty sovietu valdziai.

6. Lietuviy tautos ,aukléjimui” aptarti LKP (b) organizavo jvairius inteligentu suvaZzia-
vimus ir pasitarimus, kuriuose slapta (pasitelkiant valstybés saugumo darbuotojus) stengesi
iSsiaiskinti inteligenty politines nuotaikas, véliau specialiuose LKP(b) CK plenumuose buvo
smerkiami Zinomi Lietuvos Zmonés.
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7. LKP(b) organizuotas inteligentijos peraukléjimas vyko kartu su LSSR NKVD-MGB
vykdytomis represijomis. 1944-1953 m. suimtas 1 651 kiirybinés ir mokslinés inteligentijos
atstovas, dauguma ju buvo teisti ir jkalinti, buvo nuzudyty ar kitaip baustu. Vien tik literaty
represuota 91 (1940-1953). Daugeliu atveju LKP (b) CK pritaré inteligenty jkalinimui. Kai ku-
riuos inteligentus, Lietuvos istorijos aspektus ar tautinés kultiiros apraiskas, lietuviy kalbos
vartojima bandé ginti J. Paleckis. 6 deSimtmecio pradZioje pradéta politiSkai persekioti social-
demokratinés orientacijos inteligentus — buvusius Lietuvos socialdemokraty ir liaudininku
partijy narius

8. Komunisty partija kontroliavo kiekviena spausdinta Zodi. LKP(b) CK padedant Glav-
litui organizavo visu Lietuvos biblioteku ,valyma”. Buvo naikinami biblioteky fondai, pri-
menantys nepriklausomos Lietuvos laikus ir tautinés kulttiros laiméjimus. Asmenys, nuslépe
konfiskuoting literattira, buvo traukiami grieZton atsakomybén. 1944-1951 m. is biblioteky
iSimta per 600 tiikst. knygu, kuriy tik nedaugelis buvo perduota specialiesiems fondams, o
visos kitos sunaikintos. Taip pat buvo sunaikinta vokieciy okupacijos metais iSleista literatii-
ra (37 min. knygu).

'9. LKP(b) CK organizavo daugiausia nepriklausomybés metais pastatyty paminkly grio-
vimo kampanijas. IS viso per sovietmetj, daugiausia stalinizmo metais, buvo sunaikinti, iSnie-
kinti ar suniokoti 526 paminklai, skulptiiros ir smulkiosios architektiiros darbai. Barbariskai
buvo sunaikintas Triju kryZiu monumentas, Vilniaus arkikatedros frontoninés skulptiiros ir
kt. Vietoje nugriautuju ar kitose vietose buvo statomi paminklai, jamZinantys Zymiausiy rusy
tautos atstovy ir soviety valstybés veikeéju bei vadu atminima.

11. Laiskas J. Stalinui

1. 1945 m. vasara Lietuva boikotavo LKP(b) CK organizuota lietuviy tautos padékos lais-
ko J. Stalinui pasiraSymo kampanija. Komunisty partija, pasitelkusi stribus, komjaunuolius,
partinj aktyva, émeési prievartos priemoniu, kad laiska pasirasyty bent dauguma gyventoju.
Zmones venge pasirasyti.

2. Matydamas Lietuvos komunisty politing nesekme, 1945 m. liepos 11 d. SSRS NKVD-
NKGB jgaliotinis Lietuvoje gen. I. Tkacenka savo pavaldiniams jsaké areStuoti visus, kas truk-
dys pasirasyti laiSka. Kiek Zmoniu dél to nukentéjo, nezZinoma, taciau véliau parasus rinkti
sekési geriau.

¢enka ir kiti, kreipdamiesi i Stalina, apkaltino LKP(b) CK ir Zemesnes partines struktiiras ne-
veiklumu. AtsiZzvelgdamas i tai, LKP(b) CK kartu su represiniu aparatu émeési jvairiy priemo-
niu pasirasiusiuju skaiciui padidinti.

4. Oficialiais soviety valdzios duomenimis, taikant psichologinj, moralinj ir fizini spau-
dima (areStus), laiSka Stalinui pasirase 640 875 Lietuvos gyventojai (duomenys nepatikrinti).
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12. Lietuvos kataliky baznycios represavimo politika

tinimui, buvo Lietuvos kataliky baZznycia. Komunistiné valdzia prieS dvasininkus ir tikin-
¢iuosius emesi Siurkscios prievartos. LKP(b) pokario metais siekée eliminuoti Bazny¢ia i$ vi-
suomenes gyvenimo, kisosi ir reguliavo religiniuy bendruomeniu vidaus reikalus. Komunisti-
neé valdZia nepripaZino jokios Vatikano prerogatyvos sprendziant Lietuvos kataliky bazny-
¢ios valdymo ir hierarchijos klausimus. Svarbiausi Bazny¢ios gyvenimo klausimai btidavo
svarstomi LKP(b) CK biuro ar skyriu bei Religiniy kulty reikaly tarybos igaliotinio poseédziuose,
kuriuose buvo sprendziama, kokiais biidais galima jai pakenkti, ar leisti kunigams eiti jvai-
rias baznytines pareigas ir kt.

2. Pasitelkdama RKRT jgaliotinio institucija ir represines struktiiras, LKP(b) CK priéme
keleta politiniy antibaZnytiniy nutarimu, sudariusiu salygas minétoms institucijoms vykdyti
dvasininkijos bauginimo, SantaZo, fizinés prievartos ir represijy politika.

Buvo uzdaryta apie 130 baznyciy bei koplyciuy
ir visi vienuolynai (paleista apie 14 tiikst. vienuoliy), palikta tik viena nuolat persekiojama
Kauno kunigy seminarija.

4. Pagrindiniai Baznycios represavimo iniciatoriai ir organizatoriai Lietuvoje buvo ko-
munistai A. Snieckus, M. Gedyvilas, K. Preiksas. A. Gailevicius, B. Pusinis bei visi LSSR NKVD-
NKGB-MGB vadovai.

13. Prievartiné mobilizacija

1. Prievartinés mobilizacijos teisinis aspektas

Prievartiné mobilizacija i sovieting okupacine kariuomene 1944 m. rugpjiicio — 1945 m.
geguzés meén. tapo sudedamaja Lietuvos gyventoju teroro dalimi. Sovietu Sajunga, 1944 m.
antroje puseje pradéjusi Lietuvos vyry Ssaukima i Raudonaja armija, pazeidé tarptautines tei-
sés nuostatas, kurios surasytos 1907 m. Hagos IV konvencijoje dél jstatymy ir paprociy laiky-
mosi karo metu, draudziancioje uzkariauto krasto Zmones telkti i okupacing kariuomene ar
kitaip panaudoti uzgrobtos Salies gyventojus karo reikméms. Sios Konvencijos III priedo 4
straipsnyje pasakyta, kad ji yra privaloma ratifikavusioms ir neratifikavusioms Salims. 45-asis
straipsnis skelbé, kad , okupantui draudZiama versti uzgrobtos teritorijos gyventojus prisiek-
ti iStikimybe prieSo valdZziai”.

Pasibaigus Antrajam pasauliniam karui ir paskelbus besislapstanc¢iuju nuo mobilizaci-
jos amnestija, pats Saukimas j kariuomene ir toliau liko tarptautinés teisés poziiiriu neteisétas
ir prievartinis. Sovietu Sajunga paZeidé 1949 mety Zenevos konvencijos ,Dél civiliy apsaugos
karo metu” 51 str., kuris skelbia, kad , okupuojanti valstybe negali versti Konvencijos saugo-
mu asmeny tarnauti savo ginkluotose pajégose ar pagalbinése jos dalyse”. Po to, kai buvo
nuslopintas ginkluotas antisovietinis pasipriesinimas, Zmogus turédavo pasirinkti tarnyba ka-
riuomenéje ar jkalinimq uz karinés tarnybos vengima.
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2. Prievartinés mobilizacijos vykdytojai ir organizatoriai

Prievartine mobilizacija i SSRS kariuomene Lietuvoje daugiausia vykdé SSRS NKVD vi-
daus kariuomenés 4-oji $auliy divizija ir pasienio kariuomenés daliniai. Sios karinés akcijos
pagrindiniai organizatoriai Lietuvoje buvo partiniai ir represiniy struktiry vadovai. Veliau
mobilizacija praktiskai ijgyvendino kariniai komisariatai.

3. Lietuvos gyventojy poZiiiris j mobilizacijq

Lietuvos visuomené Soviety Sajunga vertino kaip okupacine valstybe, todél dauguma
mobilizuojamujy vengé tarnybos Raudonojoje armijoje. Zmonéms buvo Zinomi pagrindiniai
Atlanto chartijos teiginiai. Jais remiantis buvo puoseléjamos viltys atkurti Lietuvos suvereni-
teta.

1945 m. sausio 1 d. nuo mobilizacijos slapstési 58 620 Zmoniu. Mobilizacijos boikotas
tapo viena is pasipriesinimo sovietinei okupacijai formu. Vyrai, neuZsiregistrave mobilizaci-
jos punktuose ir surasti besislapstantys, buvo daZnai prilyginami partizanams ar kitiems po-
grindZio dalyviams. Todél su jais neretai buvo elgiamasi kaip su ginkluotojo pasiprieSinimo
kovotojais: grasinama kaléjimu ar mirtimi, jie arestuojami (,,sulaikomi”), kankinami ir net su-
Saudomi. Remiantis archyviniais dokumentais nustatyta, kad kariniy baudziamuju operaciju
metu 1944-1945 metais buvo nuZudyta apie 5 tiikst. beginkliy Zmoniu.

Lietuvos okupaciné valdzia, matydama, kad mobilizuojamuju slapstymasis jgauna ma-
sini pobiidi, émeési grieZtesnés represijy politikos. 1944 m. gruodzio 12 d. LKP(b) CK biuras
priémeé nutarima ,Dél kovos priemoniu su dezertyrais ir vengianciaisiais mobilizacijos i Rau-
donaja armija”. Galiojo Gynybos liaudies komisariato jsakymas Nr. 064, kuriame buvo numa-
tyta apieskant kiekviena sodyba sulaikyti visus vengianc¢ius mobilizacijos vyrus ir nedelsiant
isgabenti j saukimo punktus. Si ir kitos prievartos priemonés buvo aktyviai vykdomos. Dél to
iki 1945 m. kovo 21 d. uzZsiregistruoti i mobilizacijos punktus atvyko 338 887 vyrai.

4. Legalizacija — vienas is biidy sumaZinti pasipriesinimq vykdomai mobilizacijai

1945 m. vasario 9 d. soviety valdZios paskelbta amnestija patyré nesékme — iki birZelio
meénesio legalizavosi tik 8 896 Zmoneés. Pasibaigus SSRS karui su Vokietija, 1945 m. birzelio 3
d. soviety valdZia paskelbé antraja amnestija. 1944 07-1945 12 01 legalizavosi (uZsiregistravo
sovietinése represinése istaigose ir gavo laikinus dokumentus) 36 144 Zmoneés, is kuriy ven-
gianciy tarnybos buvo 27 361 (kitais duomenimis — 34 589), dezertyru — 2 423 (kitais duomeni-
mis — 2 522), partizanu — 6 259. IS viso iki 1957 m. legalizavosi 38 838 Zmoneés, i ju 8 350
partizanu ir 30 488 vengiantys tarnybos, dezertyrai ir kt. Visi legalizavesi patyré jvairias repre-
sijas arba moraline prievarta. Daugiau kaip puse ju buvo priversti slapstytis ar iSvykti i$ Lie-
tuvos. Apie 10 proc. legalizuoty , dezertyru” ir 8 proc. legalizuoty , vengusiuju mobilizacijos”
buvo jkalinta.

5. Mobilizuotyjy padetis

Iki 1944 m. gruodzio mén. lietuviai buvo siunciami i vadinamasias lietuviskasias divizi-
jas. I kitus Raudonosios armijos junginius nebuvo siunciami. Pagal Raudonosios armijos Mo-
bilizacijos valdybos 1944 m. spalio 18 d. direktyva visi lietuviai eiliniai ir serzantai i§ veikian-
¢iosios kariuomeneés iki lapkricio 15 d. turéjo biti nukreipti i 50-aja divizija (apie 25 tikst.
kariu). Taip pat buvo papildoma 16-0ji lietuviskoji divizija.

Tiksliai neZinoma, kiek karo veiksmuose Zuvo i sovieting kariuomene pakliuvusiy lie-
tuviy. Po demobilizacijos i Lietuva iki 1946 m. lapkricio 25 d. grizo 42 898 kariai, is ju 30 tiikst.
lietuviy.

Laikydama emigravusius ar prievarta iSveztus i Vokietija lietuvius SSRS pilieciais, so-
viety kariné valdzia 1944 m. daveé nurodyma juos gaudyti ir, prievarta aprengus karine unifor-
ma, siysti j frontg. Kiek tokiy Zmoniy buvo, néra Zinoma.
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6. Prievartinés mobilizacijos padariniai

1944 m. buvo mobilizuota 63 tiikst. vyru, i$ kuriy 24 100 prievarta atvaryti j karinius komi-
sariatus. Iki 1945 m. birZelio 1 d. mobilizuota dar 45 ttikst., iS kuriy prievarta — 20 462 Zmonés. IS
viso i karinius komisariatus atvesdinta jéga 44 562 vyrai (kitais duomenimis — 41 010).

Pasibaigus SSRS ir Vokietijos karui, prievartiné masiné mobilizacija buvo nutraukta. Ofi-
cialiais duomenimis, per visa mobilizacijos laikotarpi buvo paimti i Raudonaja armija 108 378
zmones, i$ ju 82 tiikst. lietuviy. Nuo 1944 07 15 iki 1945 12 01 buvo nuteisti 1 774 vengiantieji
karo tarnybos ir 196 dezertyrai.

Bendrosios iSvados

Komunistinio rezimo nusikaltimus Lietuvoje 1944-1953 m. lémé Sovietu Sajungos ko-
munistinés valstybés totalitariné prigimtis ir Maskvos vykdoma sovietinés okupacijos antilie-
tuviska politika bei jos padariniai. Siekiant prievarta islaikyti Lietuva Sovietu Sajungoje, buvo
draudziama pasaulézitiros laisvé, nuolat Siurksciai paZeidinéjamos elementarios Zmogaus
teisés ir laisvés, vykdoma nusikalstama valstybinio teroro politika, karo nusikaltimai, represi-
jos ir faktiskai genocidui prilygstantis lietuviy tautos naikinimas.

Visus svarbiausius Lietuvos gyventoju naikinimo ar represavimo politinius sprendimus
priimdavo komunisty partijos vadovybé Maskvoje. Lietuvoje jiems pritaré visos okupacineés
administracijos valdzios struktiiros (LKP(b) CK, VKP(b) CK Lietuvos biuras 1944-1947 m.,
LSSR LKT-MT), kurios priimdavo su jais susijusius atitinkamus nutarimus. Lietuvos komu-
nisty partija (vadovybeé, partijos struktiirinés dalys: LKP(b) CK biuras, LKP(b) Centro komite-
tas, LKP(b) apskriciy, miesty ir vals¢iuy komitetai, partijos komitety sekretoriai ir partorgai bei
partinés organizacijos), remiama represiniy struktiiry, tapo nusikalstamos veiklos jkvepéja,
vykdytoja ir organizatoré, jtrauke j nusikalstamaq veikla sovietinio aparato funkcionierius, ne-
mazai i komjaunima prievarta jstojusiu jaunuoliu. Kai kuriose partinés veiklos srityse (vyk-
dydama Kataliku baZnycios represavimo, tautinés kulttiros niokojimo, rusinimo politika)
LKP(b) laikési kur kas radikalesniy poziciju, nei to reikalavo Maskva.

Dél specifinés represiniy struktiiry politinés padéties Soviety Sajungoje, inicijuojant ir
vykdant represijas Lietuvoje, faktiSkai egzistavo LKP(b) ir valstybés saugumo politiné kon-
kurencija.

Visa komunisty partijos veikla rémeési stalinine klasiy kovos astréjimo teorija. Ideologi-
niuose komunisty renginiuose viena socialiné gyventoju grupé buvo prieSprieSinama kitai,
jrodinéjama, kad vargingiausia gyventoju dalis yra pazangiausias socialinis sluoksnis, dirbti-
nai iSkeliant rusu tauta buvo kurstoma tautiné nesantaika. LKP(b) idéjiskai grinde, teisino ir
netgi skatino dalies lietuviuy tautos ar kitaip politiskai mastan¢iu Zmoniu naikinima. IS viso
stalinizmo metais komunistinis teroras ir politinés represijos palieté apie puse milijono Lietu-
vos gyventoju.

Prasidéjus destalinizacijos procesui svarbiausieji LSSR administracijos pareigiinai iSvenge
teisines atsakomybés ar politinio nepasitikéjimo — Maskva ju nusikalstamos veiklos
nekvestionavo. Dalis represiniu strukttiru vadovy buvo pakeisti kitais, taciau visa partiné
vadovybe su A. Snieckumi prieSakyije iSliko valdZioje ir tesé komunistinio rezimo itvirtinimo
politika. Komunisty partija (LKP) vieSai nejvertino savo praeities ir nepripaZino ivykdytu
nusikaltimy.



9. SOVIET LAW AND ORDER

THE ROLE OF THE POLITICAL BODIES OF THE OCCUPIED
LITHUANIA IN ESTABLISHING THE COMMUNIST REGIME AND
COMMITING CRIMES

9. Soviet Law and Order’

Law in the Soviet Union nearly always defended the interests of the Communist State,
but not of the citizen. Any criticism of the Communist Party of the Soviet power was forbidden.
It incurred severe punishments which were inflicted by courts, and the Prosecutor’s Office
controlled by the Communist Party. All judges and prosecutors belonged to the party nomenc-
lature, their work was discussed at the sittings of Communist Party committees.

The Soviet system of law and order that operated in the post-war Lithuania had two key
functions: to suppress resistance to the Soviet occupation and reinforce the communist regime
(the totalitarian state). For these purposes and on the basis of the Stalinist Constitution (Article
77 of the Constitution of 1940 of the LTSR), in 1944-1953, functioned two categories of courts in
Lithuania: special and common.

Special courts were the repressive bodies of the SSRS: the Extraordinary Conference at
the NKVD (MVD) of the SSRS, the Military Tribunals of the NKVD(MVD) troops of the LSSR
and the Regular Army of the SSRS, the Transport Courts of the SSRS — the Military Tribunal of
Lithuanian Railways in Vilnius and the Tribunal of the Nemunas Water Basin in Kaunas. In
1946, the transport courts were reorganized into the Linear Court of Lithuanian Railways, con-
ducting standing sessions in Vilnius, Siauliai and Kaliningrad, and the Nemunas Linear Court.
In the administrative order, these judicial-repressive institutions were directly subordinated
to Moscow, heard mostly political cases and tried members of armed and unarmed resistance
of Lithuania, clergymen, etc. The transport courts tried employees from the institutions of fis-
hing harbours and the railway system — “state criminals”, persons of “Anti-Soviet” disposition
that would be arrested and interrogated by special officials from the divisions of the Lithua-
nian Water Basin of the NKGB-MGB of the SSRS and the Lithuanian Railway Transport of the
NKGB-MGB of the SSRS.!

Such structure of the courts of the SSRS and the LSSR was established on the basis of the
decision of 10 July 1934 by the Politburo of the CK of the VKP(b) “On the Work of Courts and
the Prosecutor’s Office”.? The document pointed out that cases referring to “state crimes and
crimes against the power” were within the competence of the Supreme Courts of the republics;
cases dealing with “treason of the Motherland, espionage, terror, explosions, arson, sabota-
ge”— within that of the Military Tribunals; all crimes committed in the transport system were
tried in the Transport Courts. All other cases belonged to common courts of the republics.
Verdicts of capital punishment by the Supreme Court of the LSSR were approved by the Poli-
tical Commission of the CK of the VKP(b). According to the classification of courts and their
belonging to local or central bodies in Moscow, the limits of the subordination of courts to
local administrative bodies were determined.

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In 1944-1947, the most important and ruthless punitive institution was the Military Tribu-
nal of the troops of the NKVD(MVD) of the LSSR. Due to the specific character of the organiza-
tion and execution of the punitive policy of the SSRS as well as to the end of the war, this
tribunal gradually ousted other military tribunals. In 1944, it covered 30 per cent of all passed
and executed capital punishments in Vilnius and in 1947 — 100 per cent.’ The CK apparatus of
the LKP(b) maintained very close relations with special courts of the SSRS, the leading officials
of which belonged to the nomenclature of the CK of the LKP(b) (doc. No. 1.18. p.34). They sent
A.Snieckus information reports (quarterly accounts) on the convicted resistance fighters, ar-
ranged demonstration trials of partisans, etc. For instance, on 21 July 1946, the Chairman of the
Military Tribunal of the MVD troops of the LSSR A Khaliavin stated that 37 trials were held
during the 1st quarter, though only 7 of them with the participation of civilian population,
whereas the others —in military units (doc. No. 9.2)." The authorities of the LKP(b) had no great
reproaches for the work of these courts (archival evidence that the CK of the LKP(b) criticized
or urged them to make punishments much severer has not been found). On the contrary, when
addressing the CK of the LKP(b), these courts, particularly the Military Tribunal, encouraged
still stronger reinforcement of repression policy, criticized the Ministry of Justice of the LSSR
and courts subordinated to it for apolitical attitudes, distortion of “the class line”, occurrences
of impartiality, their “contamination” with politically unreliable personnel, etc. In June 1946,
A Khaliavin complained to V.Shcherbakov and A.Snieckus about the inadequate work of courts
of the LSSR in confiscating the property of resistance fighters and their families sentenced by
this tribunal. In 1945, courts passed verdicts to expropriate the property of 5,410 persons out of
7,092 convicted people for “counter-revolutionary” crimes; in the first half of 1946, the proper-
ty of only 69 resistance fighters out of 1,958 convicted persons was confiscated (doc. No. 9.3).”
In general, among the heads of repressive bodies, Lt. Col. Khaliavin, one of the most active
officials of the LSSR administration, was not shy in criticizing and publicly teaching others, for
example, Gen. ].BartaSitinas, who was one of the key initiators of repressions (doc. No. 9.3. p.
112), interfering in the work of other institutions (the Prosecutor’s Office, the Ministries of Fi-
nance and Internal Affairs), urging them to make repressions more severe and unconditionally
execute verdicts of the Military Tribunal. One thing that the CK of the LKP(b) was displeased
with was the fact that these courts arranged few open-court trials of partisans.

On 31 May 1946, the CK Bureau of the LKP(b) adopted the decision “On the Open-Court
Trials of the Members of the Lithuanian-German Nationalistic Underground and its Armed
Bands” (doc. No. 9.4)." The decision emphasized that county party committees, the MVD of the
LSSR, court bodies of the MGB-MVD of the LSSR and the Prosecutor’s Office did not appraise
the significance of these trials. These bodies were obligated to increase the number of such
court trials, particularly in Alytus, Marijampolé, Tauragé, Lazdijai, Siauliai, Kédainiai and
Raseniai counties, and to organize them in the centers of those rural districts where “crimes
had been committed”. There were almost no Lithuanians in the above-mentioned military tri-
bunals; therefore, Clause 3 of this decision instructed the Personnel Department of the CK of
the LKP(b) to find a Lithuanian communist and appoint him “a member of the Tribunal of the
MVD troops” (J.Rugienis was nominated). Clause 4 “obligated county party committees to

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control open-court trials and ensure mass participation of the working people”. The CK Bure-
au of the LKP(b) adopted more of such decisions, e.g., on 28 September 1951 (doc. No. 9.5).”
After court trials, A.Snieckus would account to Moscow for the performed work. For instance,
in December 1951, he informed G.Malenkov about the trial of 9 partisans that was arranged by
the Military Tribunal, where they were sentenced to death by hanging. “The sentences were
executed”, stated A.Snieckus. [...] The court trials were well prepared and were conducted
smoothly” (doc. No. 9.6)."

However, repressive bodies did not always take interest in these courts because they
sometimes discredited the repression policy of the Soviet power and disclosed crimes com-
mitted by it. On 19 November 1946, in Leipalingis, Lazdijai county, the trial of the resistance
tighter A.Vaskevicius, who had shot the partorg Benediktovas, took place. Local people and 7-
8-form pupils driven by force participated in it. A.Snieckus was informed that the trial “essen-
tially turned into an anti-Soviet demonstration. The defendant behaved particularly impu-
dently, defiantly, made attacks against the Soviet power throughout the trial, and the Chair-
man, comrade Rugienis, did not manage to bridle him”.*

Because of such failures, special courts critically assessed the propaganda work of the LKP(b),
its inability to win over “poor and middle-class peasants”, who constituted the greatest part of
resistance fighters. On 28 May 1946, in his letter to V.Shcherbakov and A.Snieckus, A Khaliavin
pointed out that only 7.5 per cent of the convicted people were kulaks, landowners and clergy-
men. “I request you to issue a directive to reinforce educational work with working people in
order to protect poor and middle-class peasants, people with home trades, intellectuals and
pupils from the influence of kulaks, landowners and clergymen” (doc. No. 4.5)."

In the letters by the chairmen of some military tribunals, the CK of the LKP(b) would ac-
knowledge mass character of the crimes committed by repressive bodies against peaceful peop-
le, would make attempts to analyze the cases of this phenomenon and submit suggestions. For
instance, on 24 March 1947, the Chairman of the Military Tribunal of the MVD troops of the
Lithuanian border region Lt. Col. Tulskiy emphasized that “violations of Soviet law and order”
committed by “our bodies and the army” in regard to their significance equal fighting against
partisans. In 1945, this military tribunal convicted 328 and, in the first quarter of 1946, 137 service-
men for “unlawful executions by shooting, killings, violence and plundering”. Lt. Col. Tulskiy
attempted to clarify the causes of the committed crimes: 1. Some soldiers fail to endure the atro-
cities of the war against partisans, suffer a nervous breakdown and go out of their minds; 2.
Others, “morally degraded ones”, try to conceal their inactiveness by arresting local people and
executing them by shooting for career purposes; 3. The third type try to get rich by plundering
the population. He proposed to check the cadre, particularly the exterminators, to dismiss drun-
kards, drones and selfish people (“bezdel'nikov i skurnikov”) (doc.No. 9.1").

In 1944-1954, on the basis of the note of 22 May 1954 by the Deputy Head of the Registra-
tion-Archival Division of the KGB of the LSSR A.Mylnikov, the Extraordinary Conference of

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the NKVD-MGB convicted 11,932 people (11,901 and 31), and military tribunals — 22,080 per-
sons (17,383 and 4,697) for “counter-revolutionary crimes”. The total number of the repressed
Lithuanian people was 34,012 (doc. No. 9.7)." According to the data by the historian A.Anusaus-
kas, the Extraordinary Conference convicted 15,887 and military tribunals — 29,052, the total of
44,939 people.’

Common courts — “people’s courts” of cities, their districts and counties — and the Su-
preme Court of the LSSR were directly responsible to the CK of the LKP(b) as well as to local
city and county party committees and the Ministry of Justice. These courts mostly tried admi-
nistrative and criminal cases that had to reinforce the communist regime. The Supreme Court
of the LSSR was an exception, because it was entrusted with a relatively small number of poli-
tical cases: in 1944-1954, it convicted 2,385 persons for “crimes against the State” (the Chairmen
of the Supreme Court: Jurgis Blieka in 1940-1941 and 1944-1947, Karolis Didziulis in 1947-
1958) (doc. No. 9.7).

During cadre cleansing campaigns, the CK of the LKP(b), particularly county party com-
mittees, accused court officials of being apolitical and judges of being politically unreliable
and ingratiating themselves with “the kulaks” For example, in July 1946, at the 10th Plenum of
the CK of the LKP(b), the First Secretary of Zarasai Party Committee of the LKP(b) E.Kasnaus-
kaité was indignant at the decisions of the Supreme Court. To quote her, the Supreme Court
acquitted “the kulaks” convicted by Zarasai County Court. Having listened to this, V.Shcher-
bakov decided to charge the CK Bureau of the LKP(b) to conduct the hearing of the work
account of the Supreme Court in the nearest future (doc. No. 9.8)." Inspectors of the CK of the
LKP(b) were also displeased with the work of judges. For instance, in May 1946, in his report
to the CK of the LKP(b) on the political situation in Lazdijai county, the instructor of the CK of
the LKP(b) P. Kozlov pointed out that “judicial and interrogation bodies have not convicted a
single saboteur of milk deliveries to the State, i.e. a kulak” (doc. No. 9.9).” At the beginning of
1946, the CK of the LKP(b) began to check the results of the work of courts.

On 22 February 1946, the CK Bureau of the LKP(b) adopted the decision “On Distor-
tions of Party Policy in the Work of the Civil Cases College of the Supreme Court of the Lithu-
anian SSR” (doc. No. 9.10)." It was stated that “in the second half of 1945, this college revoked
or mitigated almost all charges brought against kulaks by people’s courts of the Republic. By
its politically erroneous assessments [...], the College disorientated people’s courts of the Re-
public and weakened the fighting against bourgeois elements sabotaging the execution of sta-
te orders”. The Deputy Chairman of the Court Medzys was dismissed from the position, the
Minister of Education J.Ziugzda was obligated to expel MedZys from the Dean’s position at
Vilnius University, too. The Personnel Department of the CK of the LKP(b) was instructed to
select three new members for the Supreme Court of the LSSR.

On 31 August 1946, the CK Bureau of the LKP(b) discussed the issue “On Reinforce-
ment of People’s Courts of the Republic” and obligated the Minister of Justice of the LSSR
K.Domasevicius to submit the lists of people’s judges for the approval by the CK Bureau of

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the LKP(b) by 1 December 1946. The decision emphasized that “in those cases when working
people’s judges do not conform to professional and political qualities, new candidates should
be chosen, having previously discussed them at the bureau sittings of county and city party
committees” (doc. No. 9.11)." The newly appointed judges had to be of communist views and
loyal to the Soviet power.

In the agrarian policy of the Communist Party, particularly in preparing for collectivization,
special attention was paid to fighting against “the kulaks” and those avoiding to pay taxes. As
early as 1945, courts punished farmers, possessing over 20 hectares, of land for lagging behind the
schedule with forced labour and product deliveries to the state with two years in prison and confis-
cation of their property. Overall, the policy of economic terror, carried out by the LKP(b), had to
economically break down the peasantry that was the social and material backbone of the resistance.

On 12 November 1946, having discussed financial issues, the CK Bureau of the LKP(b)
obligated the Prosecutor of the LSSR M.Baliasnikov and the Minister of Justice of the LSSR K.Do-
masevicius, in conjunction with the Prosecutor’s Office and courts, to urgently start analyzing
the cases of those “persistently avoiding to pay taxes” (doc. No. 9.12)." K.Domasevicius was
repeatedly criticized for the “contamination” of the courts of the LSSR. In 1947, he was dismissed
from the Minister’s position. The Chairman of the Supreme Court of the LSSR ].Blieka was ap-
pointed instead of K.Domasevicius, and Blieka’s post was taken by K.DidZiulis, an experienced
organizer of the deportations of partisan families in counties. In 1948, the Minister of Justice
J.Blieka was in charge of the deportations of the population in Joniskis county (doc. No. 5.10).

However, ]J.Blieka did not meet the expectations. In September 1950, the heads of the key
institutions of law and order (Bylinskiy, G.Bakharov, S.Grimovich, K.Didziulis) addressed
A.Snieckus, accusing the authorities of the Ministry of Justice of political errors and interper-
sonal disagreements (doc. No. 9.13)." On 7 September 1951, the CK Bureau of the LKP(b) dis-
missed J.Blieka from his position (doc. No. 9.14).” Besides, as early as 9 January 1951, the aut-
horities of the MGB of the LSSR expressed political distrust in him (doc. No. 1.48).

The CK of the LKP(b) required courts to observe “the class line”. On 12 July 1947, the CK
Bureau of the LKP(b) adopted the decision “On Improving the Work of People’s Courts of the
Lithuanian SSR”, which criticized courts for distorting the class policy of the party (doc. No.
9.15)." The degree of the punishment (e.g. for not paying taxes) had to depend on the social
origin or status of the defendant.

The economic terror of the LKP(b) led to the state when peasants did not manage to pay
annually growing taxes or deliver produce. Indebted farms were inventoried, and the debtors
were tried. For instance, from 25 June 1946 to 20 September, 923 cases were instigated, and 569
persons arrested (doc. No. 9.16)." In 1948-1950, for monetary tax debts alone (1/3 of county

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reports are missing), 103, 000 farms were inventoried, and 45,000 of their owners were taken to
court.® In 1953, at the 5th Plenum of CK of the LKP, the Minister of State Control of the LSSR
A.Efremov pointed out that during the post-war years, 107, 876 people were punished for not
paying agricultural taxes and 33,019 persons for not carrying out forced labour and produce
deliveries to the state (doc. No. 9.17)." Because of this harsh judicial treatment of peasants,
common courts also became repressive bodies of the economic terror policy, carried out by the
Communist Party against the country of Lithuania.

Trials were conducted in Russian not only at special courts, but frequently also at the
courts directly responsible to the administration of the LSSR. In 1953, J.Paleckis wrote in his
notes: “Interrogation is often conducted by non-Lithuanians [interrogators — V.T.] and not in
Lithuanian. The article of the Constitution referring to the conducting of trials in the Lithua-
nian language is not observed”.”

Seeking to render a semblance of democracy to courts, the Communist Party organized
forced elections of judges and assessors. According to official data, on 9-16 January 1949, at the
elections without alternative candidacies, 99.58 per cent of electors participated, and 99.72 per
cent “voted” for the judges nominated by the party. There were no major difficulties, however,
Kaunas County Committee of the LKP(b) made an error — two candidates were nominated for
one place in Constituency 40 (doc. No. 9.18).”

The Communist Party controlled the work of the Prosecutor’s Office. On 17 November
1938, the CK of the VKP(b) and the Council of People’s Commissars decided that, under the
proposal of “national Communist Parties” and prosecutors of the SSRS, the CK of the VKP(b)
had the right to approve all prosecutors overseeing interrogations executed by the NKVD.? All
prosecutors belonged to the nomenclature of the CK of the LKP(b) (doc. No. 1.18. p. 34). Simi-
larly to courts, two categories of prosecutor’s offices operated in Lithuania: 1. The Prosecutor’s
Office of the LSSR directly subordinated to the Division of Administrative Bodies of the CK of
the LKP(b) and the Prosecutor of the SSRS; 2. The Military Prosecutor’s Office of the NKVD-
MVD troops of the LSSR and the Prosecutor’s Office of the Railways of the Western Region
directly accountable to central agencies in Moscow.

The Military Prosecutor’s Office of the NKVD-MVD troops sanctioned arrests of resis-
tance fighters, organized and oversaw their interrogations, during which people were physi-
cally tortured. The authorities of the LKP(b) used to be informed of this. In his report of 5
March 1951 to A.Snieckus, the Military Prosecutor of the MVD troops of the LSSR Col. S.Gri-
movich pointed out that “much of the evidence of those confessing [...] was obtained by using
measures of physical pressure” (doc. No. 9.19).” On 8 August 1953, Col. S.Grimovich informed
A.Snieckus: “As it is known in the CK of the LKP, special instructions were given in the former
Ministry of State Security of the SSRS, on the basis of which, in certain cases, it was permissible
to use measures of physical pressure while interrogating people arrested for crimes against
the State”. S.Grimovich explained that this was also applied in Lithuania.’

10. SPIRITUAL PRESSURE

The Prosecutor’s Office of the LSSR incited repressions of the Lithuanian population,
urged the authorities of the LKP(b) to take political actions in organizing deportations of the
families of partisans and their supporters (doc. No. 4.6 and No. 4.7). However, due to the great
scope of repressions, thousands of people, who had nothing in common (at least formally)
with the underground or even persons loyal to the Soviet power, found themselves in prisons.
People’s endless complaints about obvious crimes, committed by representatives of all Soviet
power bodies, made the LKP(b) and the heads of the Prosecutor’s Office review some cases. In
1947-1950, 10,885 people were released from prisons (doc. No. 9.20).* Actually, the communist
power privately admitted that even from the point of view of the Soviet law, actions and vio-
lence used against these people were illegal. For instance, from the correspondence between
the Minister of the MGB of the LSSR P.Kapralov and the Minister of the SSRS V.Abakumov,
regarding the arrest of 410 people (October 1948-March 1949) without the Prosecutor’s sanc-
tion, it is evident that the employees of the MGB of the LSSR were little concerned even about
formal requirements of Soviet Law (doc. N0.9.21* doc No.9.22*).

About half the personnel of the Prosecutor’s Office were Russian-speaking people sent
from the SSRS. F.Girko (1944), M.Baliasnikov (1944-1946), D.Salin (1947-1948), G.Bakharov (1948-
1957) worked as prosecutors of the LSSR. They all, with the consent of the CK Bureau of the
LKP(b), sanctioned repression actions of the Lithuanian population. In November 1944, F.Gir-
ko requested the Prosecutor of the SSRS K.Gorshenin and A.Snieckus to staff the apparatus of
the Prosecutor’s Office with officials sent from the eastern areas of the SSRS (doc. No. 4.7. p.42).
In 1948-1950, Lithuanians, who belonged to the nomenclature of the CK of the LKP(b), made
up not less than half of the leading personnel of the Prosecutor’s Office.

10. Spiritual Pressure’

The Soviet Union controlled cultural and spiritual life of the society and, using drastical
measures, persecuted those thinking differently through the apparatus of its power, particu-
larly through party bodies. Alien communist ideology of Marxism-Leninism and mandatory
materialistic view of the world were imposed on the Lithuanian population. The intelligentsia
of Lithuania were forced to follow communist ideology and demonstrate advantages of the
Soviet system, the exclusiveness of the Russian nation, its extraordinary mission in the world
and Lithuania. The communist ideology defended the imperial policy of the SSRS and treated
national culture as an alien phenomenon for the interests of socialism. It was declared that
culture must be “national in its form, but socialist in its contents”. It had to reinforce the Soviet
regime. The policy of the VKP(b), directed against the fostering of the traditions of the Lithua-
nian nation and the cognition of world culture, was called “the cultural revolution”. Its objec-
tives were to Sovietize, Russianize and ideologize spiritual life of the population, suppress
national and religious consciousness and instill Bolshevik attitude of intolerance of common

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values of humanity. For this purpose, the universal education program of young people and
illiterate adults was made use of and promptly implemented. The Communist Party treated
the Lithuanian nation as culturally backward, religious and superstitious. On 24 November
1944, the CK Bureau of the LKP(b) decided to propagate the materialistic world outlook among
the population and raise the “cultural level” of the Lithuanian population (doc.No. 10.1).”

The apparatus of the CK of the LKP(b) with the help of state institutions supervising a
certain area of culture controlled and strictly administered all areas of culture and education in
Lithuania. The Directorate of Art Affairs supervised writers, artists, composers and theatre
personnel; the Committee of Culture and Education Institutions supervised libraries, museums
and culture centers; the Ministry of Education — schools; and the Division of Culture and Scien-
ce and the Division of Agitation and Propaganda of the CK of the LKP(b) supervised them all.
Local communists — the personnel of the CK apparatus of the LKP(b) — K.Preiksas, V.Niunka,
G.Zimanas, ].ZiugZda, A.Venclova had great influence on cultural and scientific activity.

The Lithuanian intelligentsia took almost no part (with the exception of teachers) in the
illegal underground activity; however, most of them did not glorify or support the communist
power and adopted the attitude of “the silent ones”. Most officials sent from Moscow did not
trust the “bourgeois” Lithuanian intelligentsia and wanted to get rid of it. This was particular-
ly characteristic of communists of radical views(employees of the LKP(b) apparatus) and State
Security personnel who sent letters to the CK of the LKP(b) in attempt to prove the hostile
attitude of the intelligentsia and young people to the Soviet power in Lithuania (doc. No.10.26* ).

However, the official Communist Party were of the opinion (A.Snieckus, M.Gedvilas and
also M.Suslov supported it) that “it was necessary to reform the old intelligentsia and exploit
them in building socialism”. It was necessary that famous people in their public statements or
ordinary teachers at classes support the Soviet power. Plenums of the CK of the LKP(b), vario-
us congresses and conferences of the intelligentsia were devoted to discussing “the educa-
tion” of the nation. On 21 March 1945, the CK Bureau of the LKP(b) decided to convene confe-
rences of the leading functionaries from different areas: 1. writers and journalists; 2. actors,
directors and musicians; 3. artists; 4. education personnel. Their main objective was to make
the intelligentsia condemn the resistance of the nation and support the policy of the Commu-
nist Party (doc.No. 10.2).”

The Congress of the Lithuanian Intelligentsia convened on 10-14 July 1945 demonstrated
that the Communist Party would not tolerate the passiveness of the intellectuals and critical
assessment of the authorities expressed by some of them. On 13 July 1945, the Commissar of
the NKGB of the LSSR A.Guzevicius sent a special report to M.Suslov about the discrepant
attitudes of the delegates in reference to the Soviet power in Lithuania. According to A.Gu-
zevicius, the professor of Vilnius university J. Dagys, “a nationalist”, who was spied upon in
compliance with the intelligence case “Waste”, started speaking quite openly about the intel-
lectuals deported in 1941 who had to be returned to Lithuania. The participants of the Cong-
ress (540 delegates and 250 guests) assented to him, applauded fervently and only few disag-
reed (doc.No. 10.3)." In another letter to Moscow, A.Guzevicius (on 28 July) revealed the con-
tribution of State Security personnel in disclosing anti-Soviet attitudes of the delegates. He

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wrote that representatives of the NKVD-NKGB of the LSSR did not participate at the congress
officially, however, there were 64 secret agents clad in civilian clothes: “As the intelligence
personnel informed, the delegates got the impression that a complete freedom of actions and
presentations was possible, and part of them were pleasantly surprised for they had been
afraid that they would not only be forbidden to speak freely, but be threatened with imprison-
ment or Siberia”. 27 persons “with anti-Soviet attitudes” were detected during the Congress,
two of whom were arrested (doc.No. 10.4).”

“The silent ones”, who did not glorify the party and the Soviet regime, who did not want
to arrive at a compromise with their conscience, were scolded, intimidated and punished. The
Lithuanian Bureau of the CK of the VKP(b) and its Chairman V.Shcherbakov, the Division of
Agitation and Propaganda of the CK of the LKP(b) and its chief K.Preiksas were particularly
ardent in this respect. At the meeting of Lithuanian writers that took place in Vilnius on 1-2
October 1946 and was devoted to the discussion of the instructional speech of the Secretary of
the CK of the VKP(b) A.Zhdanov, K.PreikSas demanded “to cleanse themselves of non-prin-
cipled rubbish”.! ].Graicitinas, E.Matuzevicius, A.Miskinis, ].Paukstelis, P.Vaicitinas, B.Sruo-
ga and other writers were accused of passiveness and apolitical attitudes. In 1946, at the No-
vember Plenum of the CK of the LKP(b), K.Preiksas again attacked the writer B.Sruoga, the
poets E.MieZelaitis and A.Miskinis, the painter J.Vienozinskis, the fine arts researcher H.Kai-
ritikstyte, the historians A.Janulaitis and I.Jonynas. At this plenum, A.Snieckus stated that “the
majority of the Lithuanian intelligentsia haven’t yet found their place under the conditions of
the on-going class struggle, hesitate and stand at crossroads. Some Lithuanian intellectuals
tolerate bourgeois nationalists or follow the policy hostile to the Soviet power themselves”
(doc.No. 10.5)." Later, his political standpoint became stricter and simpler. At the conference of
Lithuanian communists and heads of repressive bodies that took place in June 1949, A.Sniec-
kus emphasized: “You must demolish the wall of being silent and drive away all who are not
with us [...]. You must create conditions for the intelligentsia to split up in order to see who is
with us and who is against us” (doc.No. 4.20. p. 46)."

Later, at plenums of the CK of the LKP(b), congresses and other party conferences, names
of people of art would be frequently mentioned and their works condemned for their keeping
silent and other “sins”. According to the calculations of the man of letters V.Martinkus, 91 men
of letters were arrested, deported, killed or otherwise punished;? according to other data — 82.°
For instance, in 1951, the writers Kazys Jankauskas, Eduardas Viskanta and the journalist Pra-
nas Budvytis were arrested for their creative activity during the years of the independent Lit-
huania and for keeping the literature of that time in their homes (doc.No. 10.6).” The writers
K.In¢itira, K.Boruta, A.Miskinis, P.Juodelis, V.Drazdauskas, P.Genys and others found them-
selves in the Gulags. Many facts indicate that the poet Kazys Jakubénas was killed by State
Security personnel.* The publication of “Dievu miskas” (“The Forest of Gods”) by Balys Sruo-
ga was forbidden.

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In executing the decision of 1948 by the CK of the VKP(b) “On the Repertoire of Drama
Theatres and Measures for its Improvement”, the censorship of theatre repertoires was made
much stricter: it was mostly plays by Russian classical writers and Soviet authors that were
staged at that time. The composers ]J.Bendorius, A.Kac¢anauskas, E.Laumenskiené, ].Nabazas
were criticized for “keeping silent”; ]. Gruodis and S.Vainitinas were proclaimed as formalists.
The creation of M.K.Ciurlionis was called decadent; attempts were made to erase his name
from the memory of the nation and the history of culture. In 1948, the singer A.Kucingis was
deported for his relations with the underground. People working in the creative area had to be
very vigilant not to be suspected of anti-Soviet activity by the LKP(b) or the MGB. For instance,
in 1951, the famous pre-war cinema chronicler Stepas Uzdonas was arrested and imprisoned
for “filming badly” (doc.No. 10.7).* The MGB of the LSSR was interested in the past of people
of art, their views, relatives and friends. For instance, in 1950, the director and actor of the State
Drama Theatre Juozas Siparis got into the sight of State Security personnel (doc.No. 10.8* ); in
January 1953 — the soloists Aleksandra Staskeviciiité, Jonas Stasitinas (the liureate of Stalin
premium), Marija Aleskeviciiite, Aldona Repsyté-Fedaravicieneé, Vlada Mikstaité, Abdonas
Lietuvninkas and others (doc. No.10.27%).

Because of the ideological and political terror, many artists became conformists; they
lived and created according to the political conjuncture. Particularly active supporters of com-
munism and the SSRS were the men of letters J.Baltusis, P.Cvirka, L.Gira, K.Korsakas, T.Tilvy-
tis, A.Venclova, etc. The authorities of the LKP(b) encouraged people of art to contribute to the
propagation of the communist ideology. For instance, at the 15th Plenum of the CK of the
LKP(b) in 1947, A.Snieckus praised the cantatas by the composers A.Racitinas and J.Tallat
Kelpsa dedicated to Stalin, etc.” The picture painted by V.Dilka in 1950 “The Constituent As-
sembly of the Collective Farm” had to become an example for all artists.

In 1948, an organized attack on Lithuanian scientists began. It was headed by the Chief of
the Division of Science and Higher Schools of the CK of the LKP(b) S.Lazutka (doc.No. 10.9)°
and by the Secretary of the CK of the LKP(b) V.Niunka (doc.No. 10.10).” The poorly educated
Commissioner of the CARC B.Pusinis demonstrated his personal initiative in condemning in-
tellectuals. The Ministry of State Security of the LSSR assisted the authorities of the CK of the
LKP(b). At the query of A.Snieckus, the MGB of the LSSR could promptly collect compromi-
sing information about each citizen of Lithuania. If State Security personnel searched for the
relations of well-known Lithuanian people and their relatives with foreign countries or the
underground, the authorities of the LKP(b) would resort to political and ideological blackmail.
The scientists J.Bal¢ikonis, K.DauksSas, A.Janulaitis, P.Pakarklis, J.Lebedys, A.Purénas, V.Gir-
dzijauskas, T.Ivanauskas, V.Lasas, V.Kairitkstis and V.Ruokis were accused of “slavish gro-
velling to the rotting science of the West”, “ignoring the role of the advanced Russian and
Soviet science”, “bourgeois objectivism”, giving in to “the theory of the uniform trend” and

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other sins. In September 1952, the MGB of the LSSR collected “compromising material” on the
professor of Vilnius University Ignas Jonynas, who was a diplomat before the war and repre-
sented the State of Lithuania abroad, and dismissed him from the position of the Chief of the
Department for anti-Marxist teaching of history (doc.No. 10.11)", but apparently that did not
suffice to concoct a criminal case against him under the approval of the CK of the LKP(b).

When fighting against “the followers of the obscurantists Mendel-Morgan” began, J.Da-
gys, M.Natkevicaité-Ivanauskiené, P.Sivickas and other biologists suffered. Genetics and cy-
bernetics were forbidden. The philosophers L.Karsavinas and V.Sezemanas, the economist
D.Cesevicius, the architect S.Stulginskis, the agronomist J.Aleksa and others were deported.
The Dean of Vilnius Pedagogical Institute, editor of the journal “Tarybiné mokykla” (“The
Soviet School”) communist Petras Mikutaitis was arrested for “sabotage activity in the system
of the Ministry of Education”. He was charged with propagation of alien ideology, “publica-
tion of subversive and apolitical works” (doc.No. 10.12)." According to the requirements of
political conjuncture, teaching programs were reviewed. For instance, on 28 October 1949, the
CK Bureau of the LKP(b) adopted the decision “On Gross Political Errors in the Geography
Program of Secondary Schools”. It was stated that due to the lack of political vigilance, “the
fascist-Gestapo regime of Tito’s clique” in Yugoslavia was not politically appraised in the
geography teaching program of Form 9 approved by the Ministry of Education (doc.No. 10.13).”

Around 1949-1950, State Security personnel took the initiative to search for “politically
unreliable” famous people of Lithuania, concocted political cases in which they tried to pro-
duce the impression that underground organizations of intellectuals working in state institu-
tions function in Lithuania. The MGB of the LSSR tried to prove to the Party authorities of
Lithuania that there existed not only national underground organizations, but also anti-Soviet
disposed informal groups (even of communists), particularly among culture people, scientists
and artists. Their initiative was stopped only after the demise of Stalin.

In 1949, the cases of the Editor-in-Chief of the State Fiction Publishing House V.Draz-
dauskas, the Editor-in-Chief of the Science Literature Publishing House B.Vaitekiinas and the
editor ].Lazauskas, etc. that were arrested and imprisoned rang through Lithuania. They were
all accused of belonging to the anti-Soviet Masonic organization. In June-September 1949, the
MGB of the LSSR arrested 18 people (B.Vaitekiinas, S.Stulginskis, ].Glemza, B.Valusyté, G.Zna-
merovski, S.Vaitkus, V.Sipaitis, etc.), who had allegedly established an anti-Soviet mystic un-
derground organization of Nikolai Rerikh. In his special report to A.Snie¢kus and A.Trofimov,
P Kapralov pointed out that the organization was not completely liquidated because in 1936,
when Rerikh’s association was being established in Lithuania, it had about 50 persons “close
to the associates of Smetona’s government” (doc.No. 10.14).” J.Paleckis was among those who
signed for the establishment of this association. It was not by chance that, with the beginning of
the condemnation campaign against J.Paleckis, he was also accused of having participated in
the activity of this association (doc.No. 1.13)."¢

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In 1952, the MGB “discovered” a new group of writers a new group of writers (J.Keliuo-
tis, K.Kiela, J.Marcinkevicius, A.Churginas and E.MieZelaitis) following the bourgeois-natio-
nalistic ideology and allegedly led by the writer Albinas Zukauskas. “We are planning to
arrest Churginas, Kiela and Zukauskas”, wrote the Chief of the 5th Division of the MGB of the
LSSR J.Shpilevoi (doc. No.10.28*). A.Zukauskas was imprisoned on 19 March 1953 and relea-
sed on 9 May. Besides, during this period political persecution of the intellectuals of social-
democratic orientation — the former members of the Lithuanian Social-Democrat and People’s
parties (doc. No. 1.48, 1.49, 1.52, 1.56, 1.57).

In 1944 — 1953 repressive bodies arrested 1,651 intellectuals and 6,267 office employees.
There were quite a few representatives of creative and scientific intellectuals among them
(doc.No. 1.33)." The authorities of the LKP(b) continually accounted to the CK of the VKP(b)
for “the education” of Lithuanian scientists or other personnel from the area of culture.

J.Paleckis was the only one from the authorities of the LKP(b) who tried to defend certain
intellectuals, aspects of the history of Lithuania, manifestations of the national culture and the
use of the Lithuanian language. He had to suffer much criticism for that, and in 1952, he had to
repent in front of the CK members of the LKP(b) and admit that he had committed an error. The
society knew almost nothing about it.

The Communist Party directly controlled each published word. In the autumn of 1944,
the “cleansing” of libraries began. On 26 October 1944, A.Snieckus, M.Gedvilas, A.Guzevi-
¢ius and J.BartasSitinas ordered all secretaries of county party committees, chairmen of exe-
cutive committees and heads of the NKGB-NKVD divisions to immediately collect “fascist”
and other “anti-Soviet” books from schools, institutions and the population. Those who con-
cealed “hostile” literature had to be strictly punished (doc.No. 10.15)." The Central Direc-
torate on Literature and Publishing Houses (the Glavlit) took care of the cleansing of libra-
ries, destruction and censorship of books. This service did not adopt a single more signifi-
cant decision without getting the approval of the LKP(b). The report of the 4th quarter of
1945 reads: “The Glavlit coordinates all most important political issues with the Secretary
of the CK of the LKP(b) for propaganda and agitation or with his deputies; sometimes it
consults the Lithuanian Bureau of the CK of the VKP(b). Individual issues are also discus-
sed with the First Secretary of the CK of the LKP(b), who often takes personal interest in
censorship matters [...]. The Glavlit also maintains relations with the NKGB and the NKVD”
(doc.No. 10.16. p. 22).”

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On 16 February 1945, the CK Bureau of the LKP(b) assessed the work of the Glavlit as
unsatisfactory (dismissed M.Yoffe from the position of the head and appointed A.Malygin)
and demanded to finish the withdrawal of literature published during the war from the circu-
lation (3,669,000 books), i.e. to destroy it, to establish special book storage stocks in Vilnius
and Kaunas, to staff the apparatus of censors, etc. (doc.No. 10.17)." In August 1945, at the 7th
Plenum of the CK of the LKP(b), A.Snieckus urged to cleanse libraries, i.e. to destroy books of
“nationalistic contents” (doc.No. 10.18).” Literature published during the years of the indepen-
dent Lithuania was withdrawn from libraries according to the lists prepared by the Glavlit and
approved by the CK of the LKP(b) (doc.No. 10.19).” In 1944 — 1945, 545,000 books were treated
this way.” The number of books withdrawn from libraries in 1944 — 1951 totalled over 600,000.
Only some of them were transferred to the special stocks; all the others were destroyed.®

The CK of the LKP(b), assisted by the Glavlit, controlled all cultural institutions from the
republican radio to museums. The society could know only information that was approved by
the Communist Party (doc.No. 10.20).”

Those who came from the SSRS and local communists were indignant at the monuments
built during the times of the independent Lithuania, at the monuments that existed in almost
every center of the county or rural district. At the aforementioned plenum, A.Snieckus also
urged to pull them down. He pointed out that the Division of Agitation and Propaganda of the
CK had to prepare a specific plan of the destruction of the monuments in the nearest future
(doc.No.10.18). (The search for the plan was unsuccessful. — V.T.) In 1946, at the November
Plenum of the CK of the LKP(b), the Chairman of the Lithuanian Bureau of the CK of the VKP(b)
V.Shcherbakov also reproached for the monuments from the years of the independence that
stood in townlets and to which Lithuanians rendered respect during national holidays (doc.No.
10.21)." In 1948, a mass destruction of monuments started. In 1950, in Kaunas, the Statue of
Liberty, the Tomb of the Unknown Soldier and other sculptures in the square of the War Mu-
seum were destroyed. In 1950, the sculptures of the saints were pulled down from Vilnius
Cathedral. In 1950, the monument of the Three Crosses was barbarically exploded. At the end
of the 50s and the beginning of the 60s, almost all historic monuments, particularly those rela-
ted to fighting for the independence, were pulled down. The total of 526 monuments, sculptu-
res and works of fine architecture were destroyed, desecrated or devastated during the Soviet
times, mostly during the Stalinist years.” In destroying the monuments in Vilnius, the Chief of
Architecture Directorate of the Supreme Soviet of the LSSR in 1944-1955 J. Kumpis-Kumpikevi-
¢ius was particularly ardent, in Kaunas — the First Secretary of Kaunas City Committee of the
LKP(b) in 1946-1950 K.Gabdankas, the Chairman of the Executive Committee in 1947-1950 J].Ma-
niusSis and the Director of the War Museum in 1946-1963 Apuokas-Maksimavicius.

At the sites of the destroyed monuments, new ones, perpetuating the memory of the
outstanding representatives of the Russian nation and leaders of the Soviet State, were erected.

The Lithuanian education system created during the years of independence was comple-
tely liquidated, comprehensive schools were turned into hotbeds of propagation of commu-
nist ideology. The subject of religion was eliminated from gymnasiums, which were given the
name of secondary schools in 1949, and mandatory teaching of the Constitution of the SSRS
and the Russian language was introduced. Teachers suspected of “nationalistic or anti-Soviet”

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activity used to be dismissed from work. There were cases when their fate could be decided
even by school Komsomol organizations.

The CK of the LKP(b) and the Lithuanian Bureau of the CK of the VKP(b) tried to prevent
the occurrence of persons hostile to the regime among the future intellectuals. Candidates to
higher schools were selected by special Admissions Boards controlled by local party commit-
tees. The boards would check the social origin of the candidates and grant priority to the young
people whose parents supported the Soviet power and were hired labourers, poor peasants
and workers. Consequently, many talented young people had no access to higher educational
institutions. On 6 July 1945, the CK Bureau of the LKP(b) and the Council of People’s Commis-
sars adopted the decision “On the Admittance of Students to Higher Educational Institutions
in the Academic Year of 1945/1946” and approved a special questionnaire. It required to ans-
wer such questions that were asked when joining the Communist Party or the Komsomol; for
example: What did your parents do before 1941?, What farm did they have?, Have they been
abroad?, Where did they work before 1940?, Were they party members? and so on. Having
supplied untruthful data, one could be expelled from the higher school or even sued. The
decision obligated to form admissions boards in each higher education institution including a
partorg and a representative of the Komsomol (doc.No. 10.22)." On 6 July, A.Guzevicius sug-
gested that the selection criteria be made still stricter by adding these points to the question-
naire: In what organizations did you participate before 1940?, Do you have relatives abroad
and what kind of relations do you maintain with them?, etc. (doc.No. 10.23).”

By the decisions of the LKP(b) and the Government of the LSSR, cultural centers of natio-
nal associations that had long been functioning in Vilnius were closed. The museums of Belo-
russians, Jews and Karaites were liquidated in 1946, 1949 and 1951 respectively. The devasta-
tion of the culture of national associations greatly damaged their national self-awareness.

The Lithuanians suffered the greatest moral damage when the old anthem of Lithuania
“The National Hymn” by V.Kudirka was abolished. On 28 September 1945, the CK Bureau of the
LKP(b) adopted the decision “On the State Anthem of the Lithuanian SSR” and made up a seven-
member commission (K.Preiksas as the Chairman, J.Paleckis, J.Banaitis, ].Ziugida, prof. ].Gruo-
dis, K.Korsakas and V.Niunka as members) in order to create a new anthem of the LSSR (doc.No.
10.24)." ].Paleckis suggested leaving the music (melody) of the old anthem, but other members of
the CK Bureau of the LKP(b) opposed that."” To quote A.Snieckus, the old anthem “propagated
such ideas that we draw our might from the past. You see”, he said in 1952, at the September
Plenum of the CK of the LKP(b), “what anthem it was: not leading forward but turning back”.!!

The new Soviet anthem of the LSSR was approved at the sitting of the CK Bureau of the
LKP(b) on 29 March 1950 (doc.No. 10.25)." Here sounded the words: ”Lenin has lit the way to
freedom for us, The great Russian nation helped in the fight. Stalin leads us to the freedom and
might...” The CK Bureau of the LKP(b) did not adopt a special decision in regard to the ban-
ning of the anthem of Lithuania (the search for such document failed — V.T.), however, singing
of “The National Hymn” become politically intolerant, one could be sued for that (accused of
“counter-revolutionary agitation”).

11. A LETTER TO J.STALIN

11. A letter to J.Stalin ~

With the approach of the fifth year of the existence of “the Soviet Lithuania” (21 July 1940 was
the official day when the Soviet power was proclaimed in Lithuania), on 22 June 1945, the CK
Bureau of the LKP(b) decided to solemnly commemorate this anniversary and on behalf of the
Lithuanian nation send a letter of gratitude to Stalin (doc. No. 11.1)". A governmental commission
was formed: V.Niunka (the Chairman), M.Chodosaité, Khriunova, V.Banaitis, J.Jurginis and K.Kor-
sakas. Moscow had to be interested in this political action: on 17 July 1945, the beginning of the
Potsdam Conference had been planned, where, if needed, Stalin could demonstrate the Lithua-
nians” “approval” of the Soviet power. The underground and the majority of Lithuanian people
were of completely opposite opinion, thinking that the signing of the letter could lessen the possi-
bilities to regain independence even more. Therefore, a boycott of this political campaign started
immediately, acquiring an obvious form of civil disobedience to the Soviet occupation. Measures
of violence were taken to make at least the majority of people of Lithuania sign the letter.

In preparing for this campaign, at all levels of LKP(b) committees plans for collecting
signatures were made, places and time for people’s meetings were planned. To carry out the
action in rural areas, groups of party-Soviet activists were formed with the military personnel
of the NKVD and exterminators attached to them; in cities, communists, Komsomol members,
activists of trade unions were assigned to major enterprises or institutions. For example, in
Kaunas, 700 Komsomol and trade union activists were mobilized.!

From the very beginning, the signature collecting campaign suffered a complete failure. Of-
ten, people openly ignored those coming to collect signatures. At the 6th Plenum of the CK of the
LKP(b) in July 1945, the First Secretary of the Committee of the LKP(b) of Raseiniai county T.Mon-
¢iunskas regretted that in one of the meetings, out of 60 peasants who participated, not a single one
signed, but demonstratively left the meeting (doc. No. 11.2)". With the help of the NKVD and
exterminators, groups of 4-5 “activists” were formed that “every day did rounds in 3 or 4 parts of
rural districts, held meetings there, read letters and afterwards individually visited all farmste-
ads”. Since psychological pressure and physical violence were being exerted on people, quite a
few of them agreed to sign. According to official data, in Raseiniai county 21,000 people from
40,000 adult population signed the letter. It was estimated as a failure by CK of the LKP(b).

In July 1945, the Commissar of the NKGB of the LSSR A.Guzevicius informed M.Suslov,
A.Snieckus and the Deputy Commissar of the NKGB of the SSRS B.Kobulov that before put-
ting their signatures, students of Vilnius University said that if the letter was sent to Stalin, “the
world will understand that the Lithuanian nation is for the Soviet power and then hopes to
regain the independence of Lithuania will be ruined”. In this report A.Guzevicius pointed out
that 184 people refused to sign in the part of the rural district of Bobiai of Ziliai rural district in
Vilkaviskis county, in Daugailiai rural district of Utena county nearly everyone left the mee-
ting, in Utena butter plant out of 15 workers only the director signed (doc. No. 11.3)". A lot of
similar facts were observed throughout Lithuania.

On 7 July 1945, Kaunas State Security personnel reported to B.Kobulov that most employ-
ees of enterprises and institutions in Kaunas refused to sign the letter. For example, in Vilijam-
polé, the meeting was attended by almost only women and none of them signed. “Measures”

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were taken, therefore, “since 6 July, the number of those who signed has considerably increased
due to the so-called individual “processing” (“individual noj obrabotki” — Russ.), wrote NKGB
employees. On July 6, by 8 p.m., 13,000 signatures of inhabitants of Kaunas were collected. The
State Security directed their agents to disclose “anti-Soviet elements” hindering the signing of
the letter. The most active “nationalists” were ordered to be arrested (doc. No. 11.4)".

Being aware that the action was destined to fail, on 11 July 1945, the Commissioner of the
NKVD-NKGB of the SSRS in Lithuania I.Tkachenko sent a letter personally to A.Snieckus and
M.Suslov noting that “the way the system of organization of such an important political event
as it is used now in many places is an insult to the honourable name of our party and the leader
of nations”. He provided a lot of examples which indicated that people avoided to approve of
the state power. For example, in the rural district of Ramygala, from 8,000 adults only 250
signed, in Tauragé “Maistas” plant, from 200 workers only 7, etc. . Tkachenko indicated that
“anti-Soviet elements and bandits” considered this action as a secret plebiscite organized by
the Soviet power seeking the prove to America and England that the Lithuanian nation had a
favourable attitude towards the Soviet power. The NKGB of the LSSR ordered its operational
sectors to arrest people who would obstruct the signing of the letter to “comrade Stalin”. I.Tka-
chenko directed all heads of operational sectors and county divisions of the NKVD-NKGB “to
arrest all persons frustrating the discussion of the letter to comrade Stalin or arranging any
other excesses” (doc. No. 11.5)". The number of people arrested has not been established.

On 11 July 1945, I.Tkachenko, B.Kobulov and the Deputy Commissar of the NKVD of the
SSRS A.Apolonov sent a letter of a similar content to L.Beria who passed it on to Stalin the
same day: “I am sending you a worth-attention report by comrades Kobulov, Apolonov and
Tkachenko about how people of the Lithuanian SSR sign the letter to comrade Stalin on the
occasion of the 5th anniversary of the Soviet power in the republic”. Judging by the document,
it is evident that the heads of State Security bodies wanted to lay the blame for the failure of the
campaign on the CK of the LKP(b) and lower organizations of the party (the poorly organized
“political-mass” and agitation work). The failure of the campaign of signing the letter must
have had a personal impact on Stalin. On 12-13 July, L.Beria received Stalin’s authorization to
start the first major deportations of partisan families in Lithuania.?

A.Snieckus and all authorities of the CK of the LKP(b) quickly reacted to the situation.
On 18 July 1945, the CK Bureau of the LKP(b) had a special discussion on the work of the
Committee of the LKP(b) of Utena county and adopted the decision “On the Irresponsible
Attitude towards the Organization of Political-Mass Work in the County of Utena in Preparing
the Letter to Comrade Stalin”. The document stated that communists and other activists in
Utena county resorted to measures of violence”. For example, in the town of VyZuonos, at a
meeting of the population, the party commissioner of the county Kaminski barricaded the
door with a table and demanded to sign the letter. This decision of the CK Bureau of the LKP(b)
was sent to all party committees of counties and cities (doc. No. 11.6)".

According to the Soviet official data 640,875 people signed the letter to Stalin under psy-
chological, moral and physical pressure (arrests) (the data has not been verified — V.T.). In
order not to openly conflict with the state power, quite a few people were forced to sign.

12. REPRESSIVE POLICY AGAINST THE LITHUANIAN CATHOLIC CHURCH

12. Repressive Policy against the Lithuanian Catholic Church’

One of the most important forces of the spiritual opposition of the Lithuanian nation was the
Catholic Church. In 1945 there were 711 operating churches and 1232 priests in Lithuania.! Due to its
centralized organization structure and significant support of believers, it had quite a great impact on
the life of the Lithuanian society. Catholic clergymen had always tried to maintain the national digni-
ty of Lithuanians, urged not to ignore Catholic traditions and oppose denationalization; they morally
supported the national resistance and some of them participated in the underground activity. The
communist power resorted to rough violence against the clergy and believers. During the post-war
period, it aimed at the elimination of the Church from public life and did not acknowledge any
initiative by the Vatican concerning the issues of ruling the Church and its hierarchy.

During the last decade of Stalin’s rule, after the Russian Orthodox Church became subjec-
ted to the interests of the VKP(b), the objectives of propagating atheism in the society of the
Soviet Union were principally implemented and were no longer of great urgency. At that time,
the CK of the VKP(b) did not adopt a single decision urging to more actively fight against
“religious prejudices”.? The situation in Lithuania was different. The Communist Party did
not control the Catholic Church; therefore, Moscow granted communists of Lithuania almost
complete freedom of action which later, due to the excessive assiduity of the LKP(b) in making
repressions against the Church, was named in Moscow as “the leftist deviation”. The most
important issues of the activity of the Catholic Church were discussed at the meetings of the
Bureau or divisions of the CK of the LKP(b) and the Commissioner of the Council of the Affairs
of Religious Cult (CARC); ways and means detrimental to the Church, permission for priests
to hold high clerical positions and other issues were discussed at them. This practice was in
operation throughout the entire period of the occupation.

The LKP(b) interfered in the internal affairs of religious communities and controlled them;
with the assistance of agency network of the State Security, it secretly collected information
about the plans of ordinary clergymen and the authorities of the Church as well as about their
political moods. In July 1945, I. Tkachenko admitted that the Church in Lithuania had authori-
ty, though that was denied by the leaders of the LKP(b) in every possible way (doc. No. 12.1)".
With the help of the institution of the Commissioner of the CARC and the NKGB-MGB of the
LSSR, the CK of the LKP(b) adopted several political documents directed against the Church,
on the basis of which conditions were provided for the above-mentioned bodies to carry out
the policy of intimidation, blackmail, physical violence and repressions against the clergy. The
communist power was afraid of the authority of the church, therefore, security services were
obligated to infiltrate into clergy layers and, by using available means, demoralize the Church
from the inside and compromise it in the society.

The main initiators and organizers of the repression of the Church were A.Snieckus, M.Ged-
vilas, K.Preiksas, the Commissioners of the CARC A.Gailevicius (1944-1948) and B.Pusinis
(1948-1957) as well as the heads of the NKGB-MGB of the LSSR.

In the post-war years, the Lithuanian Catholic Church suffered much greater pressure
from local communists than it was demanded by Moscow. The authorities of the LKP(b) were
criticized for that, but they never admitted their “fault”. On 3 December 1960, at the meeting of
the CK Bureau of the LKP, A.Snieckus said: “We did not make concessions to the Catholic
Church. On the contrary, we closed down a lot of churches and monasteries. At some time, we
were blamed for “the leftist deviation”; I was called to the Secretariat of the CK of the SSKP,

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where I had to explain myself in regard to this issue” (doc. No. 12.2)". The Commissioner of the
CARC B.PusSinis had a similar, though much more radical standpoint. On 22 March 1950, at the
CK Bureau of the LKP(b) he was even criticized for self-willed actions (doc. No. 12.3. p.80)".

At first, the communist power pursued dual, hypocritical policy in respect of the Church.
In 1945, with the intensification of the resistance of the armed underground, militant heads of
the LKP(b) and the NKVD-NKGB insisted on increasing the pressure on the Church as “the
inspirer of the nationalistic struggle”. However, M.Gedvilas and A.Gailevic¢ius were of the
opinion that it was essential “to employ the Catholic Church in fighting against bandit forma-
tions on the territory of the Lithuanian SSR™°. In the summer of 1945, they managed to force or
persuade the prelate of Kaunas metropolitan diocese S.Jokiibauskis to make an appeal to cler-
gymen, believers, resistance fighters and those in hiding urging to cease the resistance and
legalize themselves. However, the majority of the clergy did not support this form of coopera-
tion between the power and the Church. There are more examples of such delusive and hypoc-
ritical activity of the leaders of the LKP(b). For example, on 2 December 1946, Moscow appro-
ved of the proposition made by A.Gailevicius to prohibit catechization of children in church
buildings, but this kind of measure was of no political use at that time; therefore, A.Snieckus
and M.Gedvilas ordered A.Gailevicius to postpone this decision for a few months (until the
election to the Supreme Soviet of the LSSR, i.e. until February 1947).

Having failed to make clergymen submit to the Soviet power, the LKP(b) together with
repressive bodies toughened the policy of discriminating believers, compromising and rep-
ressing the clergy, attempted to turn the Church into a national one separated from the Vatican
and controlled by the communist power.” The CK of the LKP(b) and the NKGB of the LSSR
carried out brutal repressions directed against clergymen: in 1944-1946,103 priests were arres-
ted®, the property of the Church was nationalized, it was forbidden to teach religion at schools
and catechize groups of children. In rural areas, this required more effort. On 24 September
1946, the Minister of Education of the LSSR ].Ziugida addressed M.Gedvilas and A.Snieckus
“to give directives to the corresponding bodies to liquidate the sources of religious cults at
children’s homes and evict clergymen” (doc. No. 12.4)". The CK of the LKP(b) could not com-
pletely prohibit public celebration of religious holidays, but it tried to restrict their scale by
different means. Anti-Soviet demonstrations of believers and clergymen and other actions hos-
tile to the power during these holidays caused great fear. On 13 October 1945, Gen. I.Tkachen-
ko ordered his subordinates to keep the troops and other repressive bodies in combat readi-
ness and on stand-by in the barracks on the days of All Saints and All Souls. Persons trying to
use the holidays for anti-Soviet purposes had to be put under immediate arrest (doc. No 12.5)".

In 1946, a compulsory registration of all religious communities and priests began. It was
only the Vatican that could change the order of the Church; therefore, Lithuanian bishops rejec-
ted this requirement and prohibited the Church from taking part in political life. Until 1948, the
Lithuanian Catholic Church used different means to boycot the registration of parish commit-
tees and priests; as a result, repressions against it were made more severe. In 1946, the bishop

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T.Matulionis was deported, the bishop V.Borisevi¢ius was arrested and shot dead, the ar-
chbishop M.Reinys was imprisoned (he died in Vladimir prison in 1953), in 1947, the bishop
P.Ramanauskas was deported. From 1947, administrative penalties were imposed on unregis-
tered priests. The clergy were accused of cooperation with the armed underground, therefore,
the CK Bureau of the LKP(b) never forgot the Catholic Church in their anti-partisan decisions
and obligated repressive bodies “to put an end to the hostile activity”. For example, Clause 22
of the decision of 12 December 1947 by the CK Bureau of the LKP(b) stated: “To obligate party
organizations and MGB bodies of the Republic to extend the unmasking of the reactionary
Catholic clergy and put an end to its hostile activity and, at the same time, exploit loyally
disposed priests who in their sermons to the believers would unmask banditism and some
reactionary clergymen assisting bands (doc.No. 4.16)."

In the spring of 1948, the Communist Party sought to reinforce and expand the scope of
repressions against the Church. Bronius Pusinis, having substituted the state security official
Alfonsas Gailevi¢ius who was an advocate of using Catholic clergy against the armed resistan-
ce, particularly suited to that purpose because of his famous radical views.

On 9 July 1948, the CK Bureau of the LKP(b) adopted the famous decision “On Tasks of
Party Organizations in Unmasking the Hostile Activity of the Reactionary Catholic Clergy”
(doc.No. 12.6)." The document obligated party committees and bodies of the State Security to
take repressive measures to make all priests register themselves and stop their underground or
anti-Soviet activities. Clause 2 of the decision ordered to close down unregistered churches; Clause
3 allowed religious communities rent from the State all nationalized property of the Catholic
Church, provided the priest would be loyal to the Soviet power; Clause 4 forbade priests to teach
children religion by no means. Legal proceedings were taken against those priests who did not
act in accordance with the decision. Clause 5 obligated the MGB to disclose “religious-nationa-
listic underground organizations”, whereas Clause 9 directed the Komsomol of Lithuania to
actively “unmask the activity of the reactionary clergy directed against the people”.

This decision of the CK Bureau of the LKP(b) was discussed by almost all city and county
committees of the LKP(b) (with the exception of party committees of Ukmerge and Radviliskis
counties which were later criticized for that). For example, on 10 August 1948, Zarasai County
Committee of the LKP(b) ordered the Executive Committee of the county not later than by 15
August to register churches and priests (Clause 2): “Priests, who obstruct the registration of
Catholic communities and avoid to registrate themselves, will be forbidden to carry out their
duties at churches and believers” homes; those, who persistently ignore and avoid to registra-
te, will face prosecution; unregistered churches will be closed down (sealed) and not open
until priests serving at them submit a note about the registration of the religious community
and the employee of the cult from the Commissioner of the CARC”. Clause 3 of the decision
obligated the chairmen of the Soviets of rural districts to nationalize all church buildings and
other property of the rural district by 20 August. The rest of the clauses of the decision dupli-
cated the decision of the CK Bureau of the LKP(b) (doc.No. 12.7).”

The campaign of closing churches or the forced registration began. B.PusSinis showed the
greatest initiative in this activity. Because of his excessive assiduity, he got more than one
warning from Moscow. The authorities of the CARC of the SSRS (the Commissioner I.Polians-
ki) were concerned not so much about the order of closing churches or the campaign itself, but
rather about the self-willed or too independent decisions taken by B.Pusinis. In all cases, Mos-

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cow’s agreement was necessary, and the leaders of Lithuanian communists did not always
obey this. On 13 October 1948, after a church in Kaunas (Aukstieji C:‘-anéiai) was closed , in his
letter to Moscow, B.Pusinis explained that this had been done intentionally, seeking to break
down the opposition of Kaunas priests to the registration. He emphasized that “this decision
was strongly supported by the CK of the LKP(b) that sanctioned the act”.” On October 1949, on
the initiative of the authorities of the CK of the LKP(b) and formally by the decision of the
Council of Ministers of the LSSR, Vilnius Cathedral was closed down. B. Pusinis planned to
establish a special labour camp for jobless priests in Siluté county (doc. No. 12.10%).8

B.Pusinis was supported by A.Snieckus, who openly demonstrated his contempt and fanati-
cal hatred for the Catholic Church. At party conferences , he kept repeating that by no means could
the fighting against priests and religion be made less intensive. At the 18th Plenum of the CK of the
LKP(b) in 1948, he said: “We compelled churches to register, nationalized their property, achieved
considerable results in stopping to teach religion at schools, closed down several dozens of chur-
ches. However, not everything went smoothly, people are not content with the future use of chur-
ches. [...] Of course, closing of one or another church still remains on the schedule. But we must do
it carefully, use these promises for cultural needs, for example, for clubs, cinemas”.’

In July 1949, the Vatican announced the decree of St. Ophithia, which separated commu-
nists and Catholics supporting them from the Church. Around 1950, the campaign of closing
churches in Lithuania slowed down (in 1951-1953 only two Catholic churches were closed and
in 1953-1958 not a single one).!? Seeking to preserve the Church, priests submitted to the de-
mands of the power and started to register themselves.

On 22 March 1950, the CK Bureau of the LKP(b) adopted a decision which summed up the
two-year-long repression policy of the Church organized by the Communist Party. The note said
that “42 monasteries liquidated themselves” (Catholic), the number of places of worship decrea-
sed by 12 per cent, theological seminary students — by 64 per cent, employees of the managing
apparatus of dioceses — by 50 per cent, and “Lourdes of Plunge liquidated itself” (doc.No. 12.8").

In 1944-1953, during the implementation of the discriminatory and criminal policy of the
Communist Party and repressive bodies, 362 priests and 4 bishops were arrested, imprisoned
or deported (two of the bishops perished), about 130 churches and chapels (in 1945-1960 were
closed 136) and all monasteries were closed down (14,000 monks were dismissed), all proper-
ty of churches and monasteries was nationalized, only one theological seminary was left, te-
aching of religion was banned, etc. (doc.No. 12.9* and doc. No. 12.11*).

Due to the repressions, political and ideological persecution, the clergy changed the tactics of
their activity. They started looking for compromises, some priests began behaving in such a way as
to prove their loyalty to the Soviet power. On 16 January 1950, in his circular to priests of Lithuania,
the Head of Kaunas archdiocese, KaiSiadorys and Vilkaviskis dioceses J.Stankevic¢ius recommen-
ded them “to positively contribute to the creative work by clearly advising people, both publicly
and privately, to join the common constructive socialist work”."! Nevertheless, most clergy, sup-
ported by believers, remained an opposing force to the communist regime until the very end of the
Soviet occupation. The Communist Party never managed to subject the Church to its will.

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13. Forced mobilization*

Forced use of Lithuanian population in the Armed Forced of the SSRS
at the end of WWII, August 1944 -May 1945

Terms

Mobilization — conscription of citizens (reservists) of a sovereign state for professional
military service.

Forced mobilization — forced use of the population of the occupied state in enemy armed
forces.

Introduction

The Lithuanian public treated the Soviet Union as an occupational state; therefore, the
mobilized sought to escape the service in the Soviet army. The attitude of the Lithuanian po-
pulation towards the mobilization, that is dodging and ignoring it or hiding was determined
by negative attitudes of the society in respect of the mobilization to the alien Army. This dispo-
sition had been formed as early as the Nazi occupation. People were aware of the principle
statements of the Atlantic Charter and fostered hopes to restore the sovereignty of Lithuania on
their basis. From the formal point of new the Lithuanian population did not have documents
of SSRS citizens — the Soviet passportization was conducted from 1 December 1945 to 1 March
1946 (doc. No.13.1* ). A lot of people expected to dodge mobilization the same way as during
the Nazi occupation. Moreover, they were influenced by the explanation of all anti-Nazi resis-
tance organizations stating that the international law prohibited the execution of mobilization
in an occupied country.

The mobilization of Lithuanian men had been properly planned and prepared in advan-
ce in Moscow. At the beginning, the war-time mobilization on the Lithuanian territory was
carried out by front and army reserve riflemen regiments, and after the frontline moved west-
ward, since the beginning of August 1944, these functions were taken over by military commis-
sariats. On 1 August 1944, order No.1 by the Military Commissar of the LSSR about the manda-
tory conscription to the Red Army of men born in 1909-1926 was announced. On the same day
the resolution “On Measures to Carry Out the Mobilization of Men Liable for Call-up in the
Lithuanian SSR” (doc. No.13.2¥). Having no accurate data, on 2 August 1944, Soviet military
authorities planned to mobilize 74,000 men (doc. No.13.3. p.44*). A compulsory registration of
the population was announced, raids and check-up of documents started.

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Historiography

The first information about the forced mobilization of Lithuanian men appeared in the
partisan press, and later in the publications of Lithuanian emigrants in the West. From among
them, works by K.Grinius, R.Misiiinas, J.Daumantas (Luksa) and others depicting this pro-
blem, could be mentioned'. However, writing the truth about the crimes perpetrated by com-
munists they could rely only on the sources published by the Soviets and recollections of
witnesses.

Soviet historiography treated the mobilization to the Red Army as lawful and mandatory
for the inhabitants of Lithuania: none of the publications devoted to this topic alluded to rep-
ressive measures employed by Soviet authorities against draft dodgers. On the contrary, they
pointed out that men joined the Red Army voluntarily and helped destroy the Fascist Germa-
ny. The total member of 108,000 — 2000,000 persons became soldiers at the end of the war
allegedly without any compulsion. All Soviet historiography publications dealing with WWII
held the same views?.

For example, the monograph by J.Dobrovolskis “Lithuanian Soldiers on the Fronts of the
Great Patriotic War” says that from 25 August to 5 September 1944, 10,145 persons came to
mobilization points in Kaunasto be enlisted voluntarily, despite the fact that the call-up pa-
pers were handed to 3,931 persons only.

“The rest came without any special urging,” the author wrote’. After the sources publis-
hed by J.Dobrovolskis about the “voluntariness” of the men were examined, they appeared to
be not true. It turned out that the majority of those coming to mobilization points had been
exempt from the service for different reasons and the volunteers were mostly persons of the
Polish nationality, particularly in Vilnius county. Alongside the forced mobilization of Lithu-
anians to the Red Army, Poles were also drafted to the Polish Army in Lithuania; by 10 Febru-
ary 1945, the Union of Polish Patriots had registered 16,753 volunteers; in fact, 17,505 persons
were sent to Polish military units®. It is considered that Poles living on the territory of Lithua-
nia chose one of the lesser evils. Having entered the Polish Army they evaded the service in the
Red Army. Certainly, quite a few of them incited by patriotic feelings to Poland joined in the
struggle against Germany. There were also Lithuanian volunteers or those who obeyed the
compulsion and immediately reported to conscription points. The “voluntariness” of the mo-
bilization described by J.Dobrovolskis and other historians of the Soviet period was refuted by
the Commissar of the NKVD of the LSSR J.Bartasitinas in a secret note already in August 1944.
In the operational summary he claimed that 987 Lithuanians, 3,304 Poles, etc. instead of 35,000
conscripts reported to conscription points from the counties of Vilnius, Alytus, Trakai, Utena,
Svencionys, and Vilnius city from 10 August to 26 July 1944 (doc. No.13.4.%).

The greatest share of historical material on the forced mobilization of Lithuanian men is
held in the Special Lithuanian Archives (reports and notes by NKVD and NKGB chiefs). In his
monograph “The Soviet Annihilation of the Lithuanian Nation”, the historian A.AnuSauskas
was the first to provide comprehensive archival data on massive repressions by NKVD troops
against defenceless draft dodgers of the occupational army. The former Communist Party ar-
chives (now — the division of LKP documents of the Extraordinary Archives of Lithuania) add
to the picture of the forced mobilization. New facts on the boycott of the mobilization of the
Lithuanian youth were provided in the collection of documents “Fights of Lithuanian Parti-
sans and their Suppression in the Documents of the MVD-MGB in 1944-1953” published in
1996.° Other authors (M.Pocius, N.Gaskaité, A Kairitikstyté, K.Kasparas, ].Starkauskas, L.Truska,
J.R.Bagusauskas, etc.) discussed this but in a fragmentary way.® Unlawful actions of the SSRS

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were depicted by the eyewitness of the events of those times K.Eringis in his book of recollec-
tions “The Tragedy of the Lithuanian Army”7 in 1993 and other witnesses. However, no special
scientific study has not been carried out on this subject.

The legal aspect of the forced mobilization

The Soviet Union, which in the second half of 1944 launched the call-up of Lithuanian
men to the Red Army, violated the provisions of the international law laid down in the 18
October 1907 Hague IV Convention on Laws and Customs of War on Land, forbidding to mo-
bilize the inhabitants of the occupied territory to the occupational army or otherwise utilise
them for the purposes of warfare. Article 4 of Annex III of this Convention sets forth that the
Convention is binding to both parties that have and have not ratified it. Its Article 45 proclai-
med that “the occupier is forbidden to compel the inhabitants of the occupied territory to swe-
ar allegiance to the hostile power.” (doc. No.13.5.* ). In breach of the said article of the Conven-
tion, in the fall of 1944 and the start of 1945, Moscow made over 100,000 Lithuanian men join
the Soviet army by force and swear allegiance to the hostile state.

Executors and organizers of the forced mobilization

The forced mobilization to the SSRS army on the territory of Lithuania was executed by
the republican and county (city) military commissariats of the Lithuanian SSR (in 1945, 19 per
cent of employees here were Lithuanians) (doc. No.13.3 p.54), the 4th Riflemen Division of the
internal troops of the NKVD of the SSRS and units of the NKVD of the SSRS border troops.
Some assistance was also rendered by units of the regular army. The principle organizers of
this military campaign in Lithuania were party leaders: the Chairman of the Lithuanian Bure-
au of the CK of the VKP(b) M.Suslov and the First Secretary of the CK of the LKP(b) A.Sniec-
kus, the Head of the Military Division of the CK of the LKP(b) Yakovlev, chiefs of repressive
bodies generals J.Bartasitinas, A.Guzevicius, D.Efimov, I.Tkachenko, P.Vetrov. M.Bychkov-
skiy, the Military Commissars of Lithuania Maj. ].Soblys and Maj.Gen. A.Smirnov, the Prose-
cutor of the LSSR M.Baliasnikov.

The forced mobilization (recruitment), mass hiding of draftees and their round-up

When many men refused to report to conscription points (military commissariats) “vo-
luntarily”, the hunt for them was unleashed (doc. No.13.6.* ). Men who did not register at mo-
bilization points and were discovered in hiding were often put on equal footing with partisans
or other underground fighters. Therefore, they were frequently treated as armed resistance
tighters: they were threatened with prison or death, arrested (“detained”), tortured and even
executed. Men caught by the NKVD and military personnel in villages were often taken to
centers of rural districts tied up, and those attempting to escape were gunned down. In tow-
nlets, they were formed into columns and on foot under guard taken to Vilnius. Even to regis-
ter at conscription points was dangerous: there were no guarantees that the summoned person
would be allowed to return home.®

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Though special accounting is non-existent, but judging by archival documents and re-
membrances of people, priests and doctors sometimes helped people to avoid going to the
front. Doctors diagnosed imaginary diseases, some priests falsified entries in birth certificates
by making some people older and others younger. A priest secretly changed the date of birth
even for the would-be Secretary of the CK of the LKP L.Sepetys. Other men tried to get emplo-
yment at places exempt from military service, or would obtain certificates (“the white tickets”)
exempting them from service on health grounds (doc. No.13.28%).

The men-hunt particularly intensified after the Deputy Commissar of the NKVD of the
SSRS Gen. S.Kruglov visited Lithuania on 10 September 1944. By 27 September 1944, P.Vet-
rov’s punitive command alone detained 2,833 draft dodgers. In his report to the Head of the
NKVD of the LSSR Gen. ].Bartasitinas, P.Vetrov pointed out that by using military force 34
platoons of 3-54 persons each were liquidated, 70 persons were killed, 23 — wounded and 685
handed over to the NKVD (doc. No.13.7* ). All these people were called “bandits”, although it
was evident that only small groups of hiding draft dodgers of whom only a small part partici-
pated in the armed resistance were exterminated. In October, 5,434 draft dodgers were detai-
ned, 2,795 of whom were forcefully handed over to military commissariats, 102 — to repressive
bodies and 1,036 were released on different grounds.’

The number of draft dodgers grew quickly. On 11 November 1944, the Division for Fight
against Banditry of the NKVD of the LSSR recorded 18,145 persons that were in hiding or
failed to report to conscription points (doc. N0.13.8.3* ); on 20 November, their number grew to
33,660 (doc. N0.13.9. p.3* ), on 23 December — to 51,700 (doc No. 13.10. p.2* ) and on 1 January
1945, the figure was as high as 58,620 (doc. No.13.11* ). The mobilization boycott became one of
the forms of the resistance to the Soviet occupation.

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Killings of draft dodgers

The fight against armed partisans was interlinked with the killings of hiding draft dod-
gers, but the accurate number of the killed has not been determined. The report of December
1945 by the First Secretary of the CK of the LKP(b) to the CK of the VKP(b) indicated that all in
all 61 draft dodgers and 28 deserters were killed (doc. No.13.12.* ). It was an outright lie. Accor-
ding to the data by A.Anusauskas, about 5,000 civilians most of whom must have been draft
dodgers, were killed in 1944-1945. Each military operation by the NKVD usually resulted in
detention or killing of men avoiding the mobilization. Numerous examples testify to that. For
example, in November 1944, NKVD troops killed the total of 265 persons though 90 per cent of
them bore no arms. On 13-31 December, the 4th Riflemen Division of the NKVD killed 421
persons in and in January-March — 1,396 persons north-eastern counties.'” The majority of them
were draft dodgers in hiding bearing no arms.

Units of the NKVD border troops acted in the analogous way. For example, in 10 days of
January 1945, they killed 253 “bandits” (partisans were called so) out of 393, took 139 firearms
and 37 grenades from them (doc. No.13.13%). It is evident that unarmed persons were not par-
tisans (doc. No. 13.14*, doc. No.13.15* , doc. No.13.16* ). Having learned in advance about the
arrival of the NKVD punitive * command, all men would run to hide in the forest. For exam-
ple, upon the arrival to the locality of Gaigalai (25 km to the south of Birzai) on 13 December
1944, a battalion of the 261st Riflemen Regiment did not find a single man in farmsteads (Doc.
No. 13.17* ). However, seeking to protect their families and kin from repressions, men would
often give in to the mercy of the invaders.

Reinforcement of repressions

Seeing that the hiding of the mobilized was becoming massive in character, the Lithua-
nian occupational authorities resorted to a harsher repression policy. On 12 December 1944,
the CK Bureau of the LKP(b) adopted the decision “On Measures of Fighting against Deserters
and Dodgers of the Draft to the Red Army” (doc. No.13.18*). One of the clauses obligated
NKVD bodies, military commissariats of cities and counties to continually check men’s docu-
ments in both cities and the country, particularly at night. Heads of institutions were forbidden
to employ draftees, and the control of medical institutions, courts and the Prosecutor’s Office

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was made stricter. Taking this decision into consideration, the Military Commissar of Lithua-
nia J.Soblys urged to increase compulsion against these people. On 23 December 1944, he as-
ked the Chairman of the Lithuanian Bureau of the CK of the VKP(b) M.Suslov to approve of
Order No. 064 by the Defence Commissariat which stated that in searching each farmstead all
draft dodgers had to be detained without allowing them to arrange their family or other mat-
ters and immediately taken to conscription points (doc. No.13.10. p.20).

In January 1945, wishing to demonstrate active attempts of military commissariats, ].Sob-
lys sent excerpts from the orders by the Military Commissar of the LSSR to the CK of the LKP(b)
in which he pointed out “measures of fighting against desertion”. In one of them, the Military
Commissar demanded that all detained deserters be sent under convoy to punitive units or to
the Military Tribunal (doc. No0.13.19* ). Judging by the fact that in December 1944, 10,264 and in
January 1945, 17,496 men were called up to the Red Army, the conclusion can be drawn that
this and other compulsion measures were actively carried out (doc. No.13.3. p.45).

Being afraid of repressions, 128,00 men reported to military commissariats on 1 January
1945 (doc. No.13.11). The total number of persons that had registered by 21 March 1945 was
338,887 (doc. No.13.3. p.48).

On 21 March 1945, in his letter to the Head of a division of the Military Commissariat of the
CK of the LKP(b) Yakovlev the Chief of the 1st Unit of the Republican Military Commissariat Gos-
kov wrote that the number of the mobilized during the mentioned period greatly increased due to
the performed registration of men liable for military service and, most importantly, to wide-scope
operations against banditry (partisans — V.T.) organized by NKVD bodies and military units. Gos-
kov admitted that NKVD bodies and military units carried our the mobilization by capturing draft
dodgers and taking them to military commissariats. He regretted that quite a few draftees were
arrested during anti-partisan military operations pending court decisions and some were even
killed; therefore, military commissariats had no data available on these people (doc. No.13.3. p.45).

On 12 April 1945 State Security captains M.Smirnov and J.Smolkin informed Yakovlev
that, seeking to reinforce the fight against deserters and draft dodgers beginning with 21 March
1945, NKVD county divisions were obligated to take strict measures in searching for and de-
taining such persons (doc. N0.13.20* ). From 15 July 1944 to 1 December 1945 1,774 draft dod-
gers and 196 deserters were taken to court (doc. No.13.21* ).

Consequences of the forced mobilization

From the very beginning very few men responded to mobilization summons. However,
with the beginning of terror, tens of thousands were forced to surrender to compulsion. In
1944, 63,000 men (42,558 Lithuanians) were mobilized (doc. No.13.10. p.19), 24,100 of whom
were driven to military commissariats by force. By 1 June 1945, additional 45,000 were mobili-
zed, 20,462 of whom were brought by force. The total number of men taken to military commis-
sariats by force made up 44,562 (doc. No0.13.22* ). The aforementioned report of December 1945
by A.Snieckus stated that 41,010 persons were detained (doc. No.13.12).

Army were arrested and imprisoned in NKVD camps (doc. No.13.3. p.51).

With the war between the SSRS and Germany coming to an end, the forced mass mobili-
zation was stopped. By the end of March 1945, the total of 104,986 persons had been mobilized.
With the termination of the sending of military echelons to Lithuania, military commissariats
had to release 5,012 men (doc. No.13.3). In fact, by 21 March 1945, 99,974 men had been mobili-
zed. Final results were submitted on 1 June 1945. Thus, according to official data 108,378 men,
including 82,000 Lithuanians, were drafted to the Red Army throughout the entire period of
the mobilization11 (doc. No.13.23*).

Legalization

The amnesty declared by the Soviet power on 9 February 1945, experienced a failure — by
June only 8,896 persons legalized themselves.'? As soon as the war between the SSRS and Ger-
many was over and the second amnesty was declared by the Soviet power on 3 June 1945, tens
of thousands of men legalized themselves. Different documents provide different data.

The note of 14 August 1946 by the Minister of the MVD of the LSSR ].Bartasitinas indica-
ted that the number of such persons amounted to 31,674 (doc. No.13.24* ). The report of De-
cember 1945 by the Commissar of the NKGB of the LSSR D.Efimov and the Commissar of the
NKVD of the LSSR J.BartasSitinas stated that from July 1944 to 1 December 1945, 36,144 persons
legalized themselves (registered at Soviet repressive institutions and were issued provisional
documents; 27,361 of them were draft dodgers, 2,423 — deserters, 6,259 — partisans (doc. No.13.22).
In his report of December 1945, A. Snieckus pointed out that the number of the legalized draft
dodgers alone was 34,589 persons, including 2,522 deserters (doc. No.13.12). By 1957 the total
number of legalized persons amounted to 38,838: 8,350 partisans and 30,488 draft dodgers,
deserters, etc. (doc. No.13.25* ). Actions of a part of the hierarchy of the Lithuanian Catholic
Church also contributed to the legalization (the address of 7 July 1945 by the Prelate S.Jokii-
bauskis to the partisans and those in hiding urging them to legalize themselves).

Despite the promise of the authorities not to take actions against these people, quite a few
of them were persecuted. All legalized persons got under the surveillance of the NKVD-NKGB
(doc. No.13.26* ). Registration files were started upon each of them (doc. No.13.27% ). They were
still treated as “anti-Soviet elements”, “bandits”, etc. by State Security personnel. In his note of 10
June 1946 to A. Snieckus, ].Bartasitinas informs him that only 18,933 legalized persons remained
to live in the Lithuanian country (doc. No.13.1). Others were forced to hide, move to cities, leave
Lithuania (for Latvia, Kaliningrad region) or join partisans. Approximately 10 per cent of legali-
zed “deserters” and 8 per cent of legalized “draft dodgers” found themselves in prisons.”

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The situation of the mobilized

In the summer and autumn of 1944, “the mobilized” were sent to Jartsev forests in Smo-
lensk region where the 50th Reserve Riflemen Division was being formed. Its regiments (appro-
ximately 25,000 military personnel) were transferred to Pabradé, Ukmergé and JaSitinai in De-
cember. By December 1944, Lithuanians were not sent to other units of the Red Army. The Mili-
tary Board of the Supreme Directorate of the Red Army Formation prohibited military districts
from reinforcing the regular army by military personnel of those nations, which had their own
national units. According to the 18 October 1944 directive of the Red Army Mobilization Directo-
rate, all Lithuanian enlisted personnel serving in the regular army had to be assigned to the 50th
Division by 15 November. Only part of the military personnel were sent to the front.**

The military service was hard: there was lack of food, living, sanitary and hygiene conditions
were unbearable. Inhuman living conditions and the awareness of the necessity to fight to death in
the Soviet Army encouraged Lithuanians to desert from it (doc. No.13.29* ). In December, the Com-
missar of the NKGB of the LSSR A.Guzevicius informed the First Secretary of the CK of the LKP(b)
A. Snieckus that many soldiers deserted from the Lithuanian 0203 “C” unit in Pabradé. Soon the
situation got out of control because not only individuals, but also groups bearing arms would
desert from military units (by 15 December, 1,001 military personnel deserted from service, accor-
ding to “Smersh” data, 1,500 more were about to)."” The deserters would often become partisans.

The Deputy Commissar of the NKVD of the SSRS S.Kruglov and the Commissioner of the
NKVD-NKGB of the SSRS to Lithuania I.Tkachenko in their letter of 15 December 1944 infor-
med the Commissar of the NKVD of the SSRS L.Beria about the threatening situation that had
developed. L.Beria forwarded the document to J.Stalin, V.Molotov, G.Malenkov and other mem-
bers of the Government.

The supreme political and military authorities of the SSRS took a decision to insure them-
selves against possible contingencies. In January 1945, regiments of the division were transfer-
red to reserve divisions largely deployed in the military district of Moscow.

After military training some of the military personnel were sent to the front, others (the majo-
rity) to other military units in the rear. About 70,000 Lithuanians found themselves at the front (in
1944 — 40,000, in 1945 — 30,000). Presumably about 25,000 of the Lithuanians serving in the Soviet
army perished on the battlefield. They participated in the assault of Konigsberg (Kaliningrad), in
operations in Danzig (Gdansk), Pomerania, Berlin and Kursh. After demobilization, by 25 Novem-
ber 1946, 42,898 military personnel, 30,000 of them Lithuanians, returned to Lithuania.'®

Considering Lithuanians who had emigrated or had been forcibly taken to Germany to
be citizens of the SSRS, in 1944 Soviet military authorities issued a directive to capture them
and having clad them in military uniform make them go to the front. The number of such
people is not known.

Forced mobilization after WWII

After WWII, the mobilization of Lithuanian men to the Soviet army continued to be unlawful
and forced from the viewpoint of the international law. The Soviet Union violated Article 51 of the
1949 Geneva Convention “On the Protection of Civilians at War Time” which stated that “the occu-
pying state cannot exercise force against persons protected by the Convention to serve in its armed
forces or its auxiliary parts”."” Lithuanian men had to choose between military service and prison.
The SSRS did not participate in major military conflicts with the exception of the Afganistan war in
1979-1985; therefore, men would rather choose the Soviet Army as a lesser evil.

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Conclusions

9. Soviet Law and Order

1. The Law in the Soviet Union nearly always defended the interests of the Communist
State but not those of the citizen. Any criticism of the Communist Party or the Soviet power (the
communist regime) was forbidden. The party controlled courts and the Prosecutor’s Office.
All judges and prosecutors belonged to the party nomenclature, their work was discussed at
the sittings of party committees.

2. In the post-war Lithuania, the system of law and order had two key functions: it assis-
ted in suppressing the resistance to the Soviet occupation and reinforced the communist regi-
me (the totalitarian state). Taking this into consideration, in 1944-1953, two categories of courts
functioned in Lithuania: special and common.

3. Special courts were the repressive bodies of the SSRS in Lithuania, that is, the Extraor-
dinary Conference at the NKVD(MVD) of the SSRS, the Military Tribunal of the NKVD(MVD)
troops of the LSSR and the Transport Courts of the SSRS. Administratively, they were directly
subordinated to Moscow, heard mostly political cases, tried Lithuanian resistance fighters,
clergymen, adopted decisions on the deportation of the population, etc., and in fact were among
the most important tools for suppressing resistance. According to the data of 1954 by the KGB
of the LSSR, in 1944-1954, these courts convicted 34,012 persons (according to the calculations
of Lithuanian historians — about 45,000) for “counter-revolutionary crimes”. All other cases
were heard and judged by common courts, the so-called “people’s courts” of counties, cities
and their districts, and to their higher institution, that is, the Supreme Court of the LSSR.

4. The CK apparatus of the LKP(b) maintained very close relations with special courts, the
leading officials of which belonged to the nomenclature of the CK of the LKP(b) (there were
almost no Lithuanians in these courts). They sent A.Snieckus information reports about convic-
ted resistance fighters, arranged demonstration trials of partisans. The authorities of the LKP(b)
had no major reproaches for the work of these courts; in fact, they approved of all suggestions
submitted by them and only urged them to arrange more open trials. Repressive bodies did not
take great interest in these courts, because they quite often discredited the repression policy of
the Soviet power and disclosed crimes committed by it. Because of such failures, heads of spe-
cial courts critically assessed the propaganda work of the LKP(b), its inability to win over “poor
and middle-class” peasants, who constituted the greatest part of resistance fighters. These courts,
particularly the Military Tribunal, encouraged still stronger reinforcement of repressions, critici-
zed the Ministry of Justice of the LSSR and the work of courts subordinated to it for apolitical
attitudes, distortion of “the class line”, occurrences of impartiality in the work of courts, their
“contamination” with politically unreliable personnel, etc.

5. Common courts, that is, “people’s” courts of cities, their districts and counties, and the
Supreme Court of the LSSR were directly subordinated to the CK of the LKP(b) and local city
and county party committees as well as to the Ministry of Justice of the LSSR. These courts
mostly heard administrative and criminal cases that had to reinforce the communist regime.
The Supreme Court of the LSSR that was entrusted with a relatively small number of political
cases was an exception. In 1944-1954, this court convicted 2,385 persons for “crimes against the
State”. During cadre cleansing campaigns, the CK of the LKP(b), particularly county party
committees, accused court employees of being apolitical and judges of being politically unre-
liable and ingratiating themselves with “the kulaks”. The newly appointed judges had to be of
communist views and merciless to class enemies, particularly to well-off peasants (“the ku-
laks™).
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6. Common courts became repressive bodies of the economic terror policy executed by
the Communist Party against the country of Lithuania. In 1944-1953, 107,876 persons were pu-
nished for not paying land taxes and 33,019 people—for not carrying out forced labour and
produce deliveries to the state. The CK of the LKP(b) demanded that courts follow “the class
line”; therefore, the severity of the punishment had to depend on the social origin and the
status of the person under the trial.

7. The Communist Party controlled the work of the Prosecutor’s Office. All prosecutors
belonged to the nomenclature of the CK of the LKP(b). Two categories of prosecutor’s offices
operated in the post-war Lithuania: 1. the Prosecutor’s Office of the LSSR directly responsible
to the CK of the LKP(b) and the Prosecutor’s Office of the SSRS; 2. the Military Prosecutor’s
Office of the NKVD(MVD) troops of the LSSR and the Prosecutor’s Office of the Railways of
the Western Region directly accountable to central agencies in Moscow. All these prosecutor’s
offices, as repressive institutions, sanctioned genocide actions and political repressions of the
Lithuanian population.

10. Spiritual Pressure

1. Through the apparatus of its power, particularly through party bodies, the Soviet
Union controlled culture and the spiritual life of the Lithuanian society and persecuted those
thinking differently using drastic measures. The alien communist ideology of Marxism-Leni-
nism and mandatory materialistic view of the world were imposed on the population of Lithu-
ania. The intelligentsia of Lithuania were forced to follow the communist ideology, praise the
advantages of the Soviet system, the exclusiveness of the Russian nation, its extraordinary
mission in the world and Lithuania. The communist ideology defended the imperial policy of
the SSRS and treated the national culture as an alien phenomenon for the interests of socialism.
It was declared that culture must be “national in its form but socialist in its contents”. It had to
reinforce the Soviet regime.

2. In 1944-1953, the achievements of Lithuanian spiritual culture and historic heritage
were being destroyed or transformed into the system of cultural values of the totalitarian state
and communist society. Creators of Lithuanian professional culture were forced to obey the
Soviet regime and the ideological dictate; therefore, their creations did not reflect the spiritual
life of the Lithuanian nation or the tragic fate of the post-war people. Creative work was turned
into an appendage of the policy of the Communist Party, an implement of the ideological
brainwashing of the society. Administrative and instructive methods of the command of the
LKP(b), dissociation from the achievements of culture and science of the world as well as from
the national origins impeded the development of the national culture and science in Lithuania,
eliminated the possibility of attaching the meaning to universal human values.

3. The policy of the VKP(b), directed against the fostering of Lithuanian national tradi-
tions and knowledge of the culture of the world, was called “the cultural revolution”. Its objec-
tive was to Sovietize, Russianize and ideologize spiritual life of people, subdue national and
religious awareness and instill the Bolshevik ideology of intolerance of universal values of the
mankind. The Communist Party considered the Lithuanian nation culturally backward, reli-
gious and superstitious.

4. All areas of culture and education in Lithuania were controlled and strictly adminis-
tered by the apparatus of the CK the LKP(b), which was assisted by state institutions managing
certain spheres of culture. The Directorate of Art Affairs was in charge of writers, artists, com-
posers and theatre personnel, the Committee of Cultural and Educational Institutions was res-
ponsible for libraries, museums and culture centers, the Ministry of Education supervised
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schools, whereas they all were under the control of the Division of Culture and Science and the
Division of Agitation and Propaganda of the CK of the LKP(b).The local communists of the CK
apparatus of the LKP(b) K.Preiksas, V.Niunka, G.Zimanas, ].Ziugida, A.Venclova had a great
influence on the activity of these divisions.

5. Most Lithuanian intellectuals did not urge to openly oppose the Soviet occupation,
almost did not participate in the illegal underground activity (with the exception of teachers),
though they did not glorify or support the communist power, either. Therefore, many officials
who were sent from Moscow did not trust the intelligentsia and wanted to get rid of them all.
However, the official attitude of the Communist Party (A.Snieckus, M.Suslov, M.Gedvilas)
was that “the old intelligentsia must be reformed and employed in establishing socialism”. It
was necessary that famous people approve of the Soviet power by making public statements
and ordinary teachers express this approval during their lessons.

6. In order to discuss “the education” of the Lithuanian nation, the LKP(b) used to organi-
ze different congresses and conferences of intellectuals, seeking to secretly (with the help of
State Security personnel) find out their political attitudes. Later, in special plenums of the CK
of the LKP(b), famous Lithuanian people used to be condemned.

7. The reformation of the intelligentsia, which was organized by the LKP(b), was carried
out together with the repressions executed by the NKVD-MGB of the LSSR. In 1944-1953, 1,651
representatives of creative and scientific intelligentsia were arrested, most of them were impri-
soned; there were also persons who were killed or otherwise punished. Among men of letters
alone, 91 were repressed (in 1940-1953). In many cases, the CK of the LKP(b) approved of the
imprisonment of intellectuals. J.Paleckis made attempts to save some intellectuals and defend
certain aspects of Lithuanian history and manifestations of national culture as well as the use
of the Lithuanian language.

8. The Communist Party controlled each printed word. Assisted by the Glavlit, the CK of
the LKP(b) organized “the cleansing” of all libraries of Lithuania. Library stocks related to the
time of the independent Lithuania and the achievements of the national culture were being
destroyed. Those who concealed the literature to be confiscated were charged with severe
accusations. In 1944-1951, more than 600,000 books were withdrawn from libraries; few of them
were transferred to special stocks, while the rest were destroyed. Literature published in the
years of the German occupation (3,7 mIn books) was destroyed too.

9. The CK of the LKP(b) organized campaigns for destroying monuments erected during
the years of independence. In total, during the Soviet period, mainly in the Stalinist years, 526
monuments, sculptures and fine architecture works were destroyed, desecrated or devastated.
The monument of the Three Crosses, the frontal sculptures of Vilnius Cathedral, etc. were
barbarously demolished. In the places of the torn down monuments or in other sites, memo-
rials to the most famous representatives of the Russian nation or distinguished Soviet states-
men or leaders were erected.

10. The education system of Lithuania created during the period of independence was
completely destroyed, and comprehensive schools were turned into hotbeds of propagation
of the communist ideology. To prevent the occurrence of persons opposing the regime among
future intellectuals, candidates to higher schools were selected by special admissions boards
which were under the control of local party committees.

11. Lithuanians suffered great moral harm when the CK of the LKP(b) banned the old
Lithuanian anthem “the National Hymn” by V.Kudirka. Singing of it became politically intole-
rable, legal charges could be brought against people for that (accusing them of counter-revolu-
tionary agitation”). In 1950, the CK of the LKP(b) approved a new anthem of the LSSR. Words
glorifying the Russian nation, V.Lenin and J.Stalin sounded in it.
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11. A letter to J.Stalin

1. In the summer of 1945, Lithuania boycotted the campaign for signing the letter of grati-
tude of the Lithuanian nation to J.Stalin, which was organized by the CK of the LKP(b). The
Communist Party, assisted by exterminators, members of the Komsomol and party activists,
resorted to forcible measures to make at least the majority of the population sign the letter.
People avoided that.

2. On 11 July 1945, being aware of the political failure of Lithuanian communists, the
Commissioner of the NKVD-NKGB of the SSRS in Lithuania Gen. I.Tkachenko ordered his
subordinates to arrest everyone who would hinder signing the letter. The number of people
who suffered for that is not known, but later, collecting of signatures was more successful.

3. In the course of this action, disagreements between the repressive bodies and the aut-
horities of the LKP(b) came to light. In their address to Stalin, I. Tkachenko and others accused
the CK of the LKP(b) and lower party bodies for their inactivity. Taking this into consideration,
in conjunction with the repressive apparatus, the CK of the LKP(b) took various measures to
increase the number of those who would sign.

4. According to the official data of the Soviet power 640,875 people signed the letter to Stalin
(the data have not been verified) by exerting psychological, moral and physical pressure (arrests).

12. Repressive Policy against the Lithuanian Catholic Church

1. One of the main spiritual opposition forces of the Lithuanian nation resisting Sovieti-
zation was the Lithuanian Catholic Church. The communist power resorted to brutal violence
against clergymen and believers. During the post-war years, the authorities tried to eliminate
the Church from public life, interfered in the internal affairs of religious communities and
controlled them. The communist power did not acknowledge any prerogative of the Vatican
with regard to the issues of the ruling and hierarchy of the Lithuanian Catholic Church. The
most important matters of the Church used to be discussed at the meetings of the CK Bureau of
the LKP(b) or its divisions as well as at the Commissioner’s of the CARC, where ways of dama-
ging the Church or permission to priests to take different clerical positions were discussed.

2. With the help of the institution of the Commissioner of the CARC and repressive bo-
dies, the CK of the LKP(b) adopted several political decisions directed against the Church,
which later enabled the above-mentioned institutions to pursue the policy of intimidation,
blackmail, physical violence and repressions against the clergy. The property of the Church
was nationalized, teaching of religion at schools and cathechization of groups of children were
banned, mass celebration of religious holidays was made minimal. In 1946, a forced registra-
tion of religious communities and priests started. The clergy were accused of cooperation with
the underground; therefore, in its anti-partisan decisions, the CK of the LKP(b) obligated rep-
ressive bodies “to put an end to their hostile activity”. In 1944-1953, 362 priests and 4 bishops
were imprisoned (two of the bishops perished). About 130 churches and all monasteries were
closed down (approximately 14,000 monks were dismissed) and only Kaunas Theological Se-
minary was left, which was constantly persecuted.

3. During the post-war years, the Catholic Church sustained considerably greater pressu-
re of the Lithuanian communists than it was required by Moscow. Due to the excessive assi-
duity of the LKP(b), its activity was later called “the leftist deviation”. A.Snieckus and other
communists were criticized for that in Moscow, but they never admitted their crimes (the so-
called “errors”).
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4. The main initiators and organizers of the repression against the Church in Lithuania
were the communists A.Snieckus, M.Gedvilas, K.Preiksas, B.Pusinis and all the heads of the
NKVD-NKGB-MGB of the LSSR.

13. Forced mobilization

1. The Legal Aspect of Forced Mobilization

Forced mobilization into the occupational Soviet army in August 1944 — May 1945 beca-
me an integral part of the terror against the population of Lithuania. The Soviet Union, which
in the second half of 1944 launched a call-up of Lithuanian men to the Red Army, violated the
provisions of the international law laid down in the 1907 Hague IV Convention on Laws and
Customs of War on Land, which forbade the mobilization of the inhabitants of the occupied
territory to the occupational army or other use of the occupied population for military purpo-
ses. Article 4 of Appendix III of the Convention sets forth that it is binding upon all parties
regardless of whether they have ratified the Convention or not. Article 45 proclaims that “the
occupier is forbidden to compel the inhabitants of the occupied territory to swear allegiance to
the hostile power.”

After World War II, when the amnesty of men evading mobilization was declared, the
conscription as such was still unlawful and forced in terms of the international law. The Soviet
Union violated Article 51 of the 1949 Geneva Convention “On the Protection of Civilian Per-
sons in Time of War”, which states that “the occupying power may not compel protected per-
sons to serve in its armed forces or their auxiliary parts.” After the armed anti-Soviet resistance
was suppressed, a person had to choose between the service in the armed forces and imprison-
ment for the evasion of military service.

2. Executors and Organizers of Forced Mobilization

The forced mobilization to the SSRS army in Lithuania was mainly carried out by the 4th
Riflemen Division of the NKVD Internal Army and units of the border army of the SSRS. The
principal organizers of this military campaign in Lithuania were party leaders and heads of
repressive bodies. Later the mobilization was practically implemented by military commissa-
riats.

3. The Attitude of the Lithuanian Population Regarding the Mobilization

Lithuanian society viewed the Soviet Union as an occupying state, therefore, men liable
for call-up evaded the service in the Red Army. The position of the Lithuanian population
with respect to the mobilization, that is, the practice of evading, ignoring and hiding from the
mobilization, was conditioned by the negative attitude of the people towards the mobilization
to the alien army. This attitude was already forming during the period of the Nazi occupation.
People were aware of the fundamental provisions of the Atlantic Charter and hoped to use
them in restoring the sovereignty of the Lithuanian state.

On 1 January 1945, there were 58,620 draft dodgers. The boycott of the mobilization was
a way to demonstrate resistance to the Soviet occupation. Men who had not registered at mobi-
lization points and were discovered in hiding were often regarded as partisans and underg-
round fighters. Therefore, they were frequently treated as fighters of the armed resistance: they
were threatened with prison or death, arrested (“detained”), tortured and even executed. On
the basis of archival documents estimates have been made that in the course of military puni-
tive operations in 1944-1945 about 5,000 defenceless people were killed.

Lithuanian occupation authorities, in view of the fact that draft dodging was escalating
into a massive refusal to serve, resorted to harsher policies of repression. On 12 December
1944, the CK Bureau of the LKP(b) adopted the resolution “On the Measures to Combat Deser-
ters and Draft Dodgers of the Red Army. Order No.064 of the People’s Commissariat of Defen-
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ce mandated searching of all farmsteads until all draft dodgers were detained and immediate-
ly delivered to conscription points. This and other compulsion measures were actively carried
out. As a result, by 21 March 1945, 338 887 men came for registration to military commissariats.

4. Legalization as a Way to Weaken Resistance to the Mobilization

The amnesty declared by Soviet authorities on 9 February 1945 was a failure as only 8,896
men legalized themselves by June 1945. After the end of the Soviet-German war, on 3 June
1945, Soviet authorities announced the second amnesty. From July 1944 to 1 December 1945,
36,144 persons legalized themselves (that is, they came to register with Soviet agencies of rep-
ression and were issued temporary documents), of whom 27,361 were draft dodgers (accor-
ding to other data, there were 34,589), 2,423 — deserters (other data say 2,522) and 6,259 — parti-
sans. By 1957, 38,838 persons legalized themselves, of whom 8,350 were partisans and 30,488
were draft dodgers, deserters, etc. Everyone who legalized himself was subjected to various
repressive measures or moral coercion. More than half of these persons were forced to hide or
leave Lithuania. About ten per cent of the legalized “deserters” and eight per cent of the lega-
lized “draft dodgers” were imprisoned.

5. The Situation of the Mobilized

Until December 1944, Lithuanians were sent to the so-called Lithuanian divisions. They
were not placed in any other units of the Red Army. The directive of 18 October 1944 of the Red
Army Mobilization Board instructed all privates and sergeants of Lithuanian nationality (ca.
25,000 soldiers) to transfer from the regular army to the 50th Division by 15 November. The
16th Lithuanian Division was supplemented with new conscripts as well.

No precise data about Lithuanian soldiers who perished in military actions while ser-
ving in the Soviet forces have been established. After the demobilization, by 25 November
1946, 42,898 soldiers had returned to Lithuania, of whom 30,000 were Lithuanians.

Since Soviet military authorities considered Lithuanians who had emigrated or were for-
cibly taken to Germany to be citizens of the SSRS, in 1944 they issued instructions to capture
them, induct them into the military by force and send them to the front. The number of such
cases has never been established.

6. The Consequences of the Policy of Forced Mobilization

In 1944, 63,000 men were mobilized, 24,100 of whom were taken to military commissa-
riats by force. By 1 June 1945, an additional 45,000 were mobilized, of whom 20,462 were in-
ducted by force. Altogether, 44,562 men were taken to military commissariats by force (alterna-
tive data indicate 41,010 people).

After the Soviet-German war, the forced mass mobilization was stopped. According to
official data, throughout the entire period of the mobilization, 108,378 people were drafted to
the Red Army, 82,000 of whom were Lithuanians. From 15 July 1944 to 1 December 1945, 1,774
draft dodgers and 196 deserters were sentenced.

General conclusions

The crimes of the communist regime in Lithuania in 1944-1953 were predetermined by
the totalitarian nature of the communist State of the Soviet Union and the anti-Lithuanian poli-
cy of the Soviet occupation executed by Moscow as well as its consequences. Seeking to retain
Lithuania within the Soviet Union by force, the communist regime prohibited the freedom of
the world view, continually grossly violated elementary human rights and freedoms, execu-
ted criminal policy of state terror, war crimes, repressions, and the extermination of the Lithu-
anian nation that was, in fact, equal to genocide.

All most important political judgements in reference to the extermination of the Lithua-
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nian people and repression used to be made by the authorities of the Communist Party in
Moscow. In Lithuania, all occupation bodies of the administration power approved of them
and would adopt corresponding decisions (the CK of the LKP(b), the Lithuanian Bureau of the
CK of the VKP(b) in 1944-1947, the Council of People’s Commissars—the Council of Ministers
of the LSSR). The Lithuanian Communist Party (the authorities and the structural parts of the
party: the Bureau of the CK of the LKP(b), the Central Committee of the LKP(b), county, city
and rural district committees of the LKP(b), secretaries and partorgs of party committees and
party organizations), supported by repressive bodies, became the inspirer, organizer and exe-
cutioner of criminal activity, involved functionaries of the Soviet apparatus and quite a few
young people, that had been forced to join the Komsomol, into the criminal activity. In some
areas of the party activity (in executing the policy of repressions against the Catholic Church,
the annihilation of the national culture and Russianization) the LKP(b) kept to far more radical
views than required by Moscow.

Due to specific political status of repressive bodies in the Soviet Union, there in fact was
a political rivalry between the LKP(b) and the State Security in initiating and executing repres-
sions in Lithuania.

All activity of the Communist Party was based on the Stalinist theory of the intensifying
class struggle. At ideological communist functions, one social group of the population would
be opposed to another, attempts would be made to prove that the poorest part of the popula-
tion was the most progressive social layer, national discord was instigated by artificially extol-
ling the Russian nation. The LKP(b) ideologically based, justified and even encouraged exter-
mination of part of the Lithuanian nation or people thinking differently in regard to politics.
During Stalinist period communist terror and political repressions affected the total of about
half a million of Lithuanian people. In 1944-1953, the LKP(b) and its territorial sub-unit — the
Communist Party of Lithuania (the Bolsheviks) were, in fact, an organization of political crimi-
nals, that, secretly from the society, planned and executed crimes against humanity, the Lithu-
anian nation and the statehood.

With the beginning of the de-Stalinization process key officials of the administration of
the Lithuanian SSR evaded legal responsibility or political distrust - Moscow did not question
their criminal activity. Part of Heads of repressive bodies were replaced by others; however,
the Party authorities with A. Snieckus in the lead remained in power and continued the policy
of the reinforcement of the communist regime. The Communist Party (the LKP) never publicly
assessed its past or admitted the committed crimes.
